I hope to be able to send this letter by Fransis Hennell who 1s
going by plane to Algiers tomorrow and thence to the U, K, As he w1l
tell you, his decisicn to go back vis Alglers was taken after discussion
with General Taylor and General Alexander,

All three Generals from their separate points of view are
anxious about the proposals made in recent telegrams from Military Rt
Government Section for the constitution of the Allied Commission. From i
the political point of view, I feal bound to sound two notes of warning.
First, any large array of experts here in the pericd before Rome is i
reached or a proper government formed wiil either do nothing useful or,
Af they are aotive, will overwhelm the presenmt administraticn. As General
Taylor hap indiocated in his telegrams from here, what are wanted are a T W
top-noteh man or two and cne or two assistante who will stay hers per— N
manently snd inspire and sustain such governzertal mechine as exists.
Segondly, in the period after Rome has been reached and s broad hased
government, we hope, got going, I doubt {f an Armistice Commimsion of
some 8ix hundred officers will be found to be a workable proposition,
Certainly, it 1o more than doubtful whether prominent inti=Fasoists will
agres to serve for any length of time in a government which will in
offect only be a colonid adwinistration. Yon't they eay that they
have not waited over 20 ywars to be pushed about by graduates from
Tizel Ousou? Op this point we come baek to General Alexander's aphorism:
"Have we come to free or to enslave Eurcpe"? May we not find it more
profitahle the military as well as politicsl peint of view to choose
the former? ore any final decisions are therefore taken either on the
short or the Tong term gomposition of the Allfed Coomisaion, I hope that
you will not only give a hearing to Franeis who will represent his own
views and those of Generals Alexander and Taylor; but will also be able
yourself to come to Brindiei.

T unfortunately did not have time to talk with Franois Remnell about
Aoquarone's approach, but I did have a word with General Alex. He thought,
that 1t was Steongeivable that the Allded governments should insist upon
the reteation of Badoglio. He had regard for the Marshal, but he was quite
obvicusly mot up to the political job whick was in frond of him, Oeneral
Alex, howaver, realised that the reply to Acquarcone would have $o be care=

In working on thim job in whish you dropped me on September 12 1
haeve given considerable thought to the problem of the Allied administrae
tion of Italy and the organisaticnal maghinery necessary to jroduce the
Tesults whioh the Ceine0 will desire. The Allied Control Commission
which is emerging after long discussion seems to be a Froper instrunent foor
acgomplishing cur aims provided it is kept wieldy with the control firmly
in the hands of =0lid oitizens (as distinguished from scme of the alumni
of Tigi Cuzoco),

At the danger of appearing to offer gratuitous advice I would 1ike
to raise the queation of whether AFHQ does not need some oounterpart to
the Allied Control Commission. The emount of Italian business passing
through your Headquarters will eventually assume large proporticns. The
matters involved will congarn every section of your Genersl and Speoiel
Staffe. It ie not m solution to direct all Comnission mattars to Qeneral
Holmes since the militery, political, commnication and ropaganda aotlive
ities of the Commission exceed the &cops of responsibility of the pilitary
Government Section. The latter will heve a logitimate interest only in
the aotivities of the economic and administrative secticas. In this pregard,
it has been noticeable in the Brindisi phese that most of the Military

is a peed for a oloar understending et AFHQ that the Control Conmission is
not an offshoot of the Military Government Section but is en emsnation of
the Commander=in«Chief and as such engages in aotivities ap broad as the
rangs of interest of the entire Meadquarters.

The only constructive suggestion which I can offer for handling this
ingreasing mass of Italien business is to edd a Deputy Chief of Staff for
Italian Affairs. His coe missicn in life would be to know all phases of

&8 and see that the matters end up in the right slot of
AFHQ. Be would be free to travel bagk end forth between AFHQ and $he Cone
trol Coomiesion, keeping each body in stsp on the cocomen iesues, Such an
officer would be in my opinion a great help both to you and to Qensyal Joyoe.

The subject of this letter is the work of the Sections of
the Inter-illied Commission in conjuction with the separate Ministries,

I would congider it necessary to establish scme policies so that
administrative matters may not be delayed.

I believe without doubt that except for the conditions outlined
in Article 31 of the adjunct conditions of the Armistice we should follow
the Italian legislation otherwise our unfortunate Country will suffer from
the ensuing chaos,

It also seems to me that intervention on the part of the Sections
should be limited to queations of general interest, end not to supeevise
the deily and current routine. If in order to transfer & clerk or pay a
salary or edmonish a lazy employee we are to be under the control of the
section, I beldeve utter confusion will result,

On the more important questions in which the sections must intervene
a divergence of opinion between these and the respective Ministries mizht
QCCLUI .

There should be a higher board to whom these mutbers could be referred
and those persond making up this board should be nsmed.

This dnd other considerations arise spontaneously, since it is evident
that it is not the intentions of the Allies to sbrogate the functions of ths
ITtaliafl Government, in which cass no government could honourable subsist.

I would visualisze fﬁf&harﬂmra, the advisability of your issuance of
directives on the subject, under which both your delegates and the representa-
tives of the Italisn Government would conform, in order to avoid divergent
syatems of the individual edminidtrations and also to reduce to a minimum
eny poasible differences,
