seoured and repeired (or are repairing) verious accommcdation neer these
offices for the housing of officers and other ranks, This work has been
proceeding actively since the first of December,

3. We hed in sddition secured tne Ospedale Militare and Scucla
Elementare at Acerra, but have had to give that up for a French hospital
on the demsnd of FBS, We had also secured in Neples the Instituta de
Figlia 41 Popolo es an office, but have given thut wp to Reglon III on
their urgent demend. We have thus given up two big buildings which we
had seoured. While we have been actively seeking aud repairing fresh
accormodation with some success, it would appeer that the local AG Bead=-
quarters, subordinate to AMZ 15th Army Group might have secured additional
accomnodation for Rome planning had they acted with equal energy.

4. I must emphasize that we from the Provincia Building are carry-
ing on the actual government of Reglons I and IJI. This work has necsa-
sarily been interrupted severely during the move from Falermo for a period
of nearly a month, Should we have to make auother move there would again
be a serious interruption of work,

be We are at the moment doing our best to cooperate with AMG 15th
Arny Group and the Centrel Economic Committee regerding the ecomomioc govern-
ment of the mainland of Italy. We heve provided a number of oftficers for
cambating typhus in Naplea. We have hed to assist No. IIX Region ino the
receipt, warehousing and movement of several hundred tons of public health
atores with whien they were unasble to gope.

6. General Robertson agreed when I ceme here on the Srd of December,
that we should esteblish our Boonomic and Oommunieations Seotions and our
housekeeping staff at Naples, This has been done,

7. Working on the ebove plan I have made arrangements at Salerno for
only a portionm of the whole Headquarters ACC end for the Italien Government.
There is now no room at Salerno to esteblish the rest of Headquarters ACC
there,
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8. If we have to move out of Neples altogether, we should have to
take on the sccommodation at Salerno which has been reserved for the Italian
Goveroment, and this would upset the move from Brindisi completely,

L

9« If we have to move out of the Frovincia Building into other
Gocommodetion in Naples, there will be a serious bresk of say three weeks
in our functioning or economie government. Furthermore, we shall be per=-
manently unable to carry on es efficlently at Naples as we could have done
with our present compact setup,

10. Finally as I have steted, the necessity for Rome plamning is no
new matter. I hed sgreed with Brig. Iush to leave Region IV occupying the
whole of one floor of the Provincia Building in order to enable them to do
Rome planning there, Had they required any further accommodation they
could themselves have secursd amother of fice, for example tne Instituta de
Figlia di Popolo which we only found in the first weeic in January,

. 11. I propese to refuse to move out of tne Provincia Building without
direct orders from the Deputy President ACC, and T should like him to pe
aware of the above factors before hs makes any deocision which may be

officially requested.
