(b) At PRZEMSL in September 1942 when informant passed through
thig town on the way to the RUSSIAN Front, he saw a number of bolted
railway cattle trucks on the station, from which terrific wailing
igsued. He was informed that they were JEWS who, after being
locked in these trucks, were shunted up and down the line without
food or drink till they died, Other JEWS were then ordered to
bury the bodies. A fresh batch were then taken for the death ride.
