TO : Mr. Livingstone Short

From the Daily Heading file, 1 notice the Com-
munleantlon Form No. 4, reference 2150, in whilch you ask P
questions concerning calorlc requlrements for humans . I:l1‘,

In answer to your first question: "What 1s
the minimum number of calories required dally to sustaln
human 1ifet" you go from Mr. Ghandi to any other extreme
you wish. However, the followling information may be of

help to you.

The actual requirements depend upon the body
weight, muscular amctivity, and the efflciency of the
utilization of food. MFor adults engaged ln:

Light work, average 1800 to 2600 caloriles
Moderate work, " o700 to 3400 calorles
Heavy work, i 4000 to 6000 calorles

The base of energy expenditure of a man at
rest in comfortable, warm surroundings 1is about 1,700
calories for twenty-four hours. If he ls engaged in a
sedentary occupation, he would consume 500 calorles more,
making hls total requirement 2,200. II he were engagod
in gardening, he would consume 1,300 calories, maklng a
total of 4,000. A lumberman uses about 8,000 calorles In

a day's work.

The diet must not only yleld the required num-
ber of calories per day in the body, but must include at
least the minimum smount of proteln necessary for the
maintenance of nitrogenous equilibrlium and must have a
sufficient proportion of carbohydrates to prevent the
formation of acetone bodies. It must also provide the
necessary amount of inorganic salts and vitamins. Then,
you muat allow 10 per cent more than the calculated amount.
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Therc have been a number of different estl-
mates of the minimum quantity of protein food required
poer day for a normal man In order to maintain niltrogen-
ous equllibrium. Thils amounts to five grams of nitrogen
per thirty grams of proteln consumpticn, which equals
Just over one ounce of proteln material.

In general, 1 gram of protein equals 4,3 cal-
orles. One gram of carbohydrates yleldsa 4.2 calories.
OUne gram of fat ylelds 9.3 caloriles.

The statlistlcal studies of Bolts in Germany
shows: for adults, an average dally consumptlion of 118
grams of proteln. A well-balanced diet for a man en-
gaged 1n moderate physlcal work would be composed of the

following:

50-60 grams of fat - - - - 465-560 calories
500 grams of carbohydrates- =~ 2000 culories

118 grams of proteln - - - = 200 calories
Total - 2965 caelories

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1., b6lcily is élightly larper than Vertont, comprising
about 9,900 square miles., With a population of over 4,100,000,
it is one of the most densely inhabited regions of Europe,

2, Sicily is predominantly agricultural and normally
produces an abundance of frults and nuts, vegetables and
olives, Although wheat output is substantial, the dsland's
heavy dependence on wheat products ordinarily makes ailzable
imports necesgary. -Other main shortages dre meat, sugar
and coffee, During tho early ocecupation period food ship-
mente will be necessary for urban areas, Rural areas, how=
over, will be largely self-sustaining, Local surpluges of
fruits, nuts'and vegetables will be available. If packing
and shipping requirements for citrus fruits cannot be met
because of gmergency conditions, steps should be taken for
their proservation. The extent of required food shipments
after the period of military operation will depend primarily
on the success of measuros initidted to dehourd peasant
holdings.

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I. MAIN FACTS ABOUT THE AREA: LAND AND PEOFLE

Topography and Climate’

Sicily is slightly largor than the state of Vermont,
oovering an area of about 9,900 square miless Adjoining
Sicily are several small islands, penerally concidercd as
part of the Sicilian group, Thess include Pantelleria,
on the south, already occupied; the Lipari islends in the
northeasti and the Egadi 1plands in the west, .

A mountain range stretches along the north coaut

of ‘Sieily from west to -east, broadening into the mountainous
northeast region (it is here that the volcanic Mt, Etna 1s
located) (See annexed map A), South of the mountains, and
throughout the interdor of the island, the land is hilly and
only moderately arable, although it supports a large farm
population engaged mainly in the growing of wheat and the
raising of livestock,

The terrain hae no important lakes, end the few small
streams are gererally dry during the summer months, Water
supply presents a difficult problem, and extensive reliance
is placed on sprinps andwlls, In pgeneral, the coastal
tovms are better supplied with water, receiving their
supply from agueducts leading down from the mountains,

Along the eastern and northern coasts, and on the
west, are several fortile plains where are grown the abun-
dant fruits and vepetables for which Sicily is known, The
moast extensive plain is around Catania in the middle east,
watered by the Simeto river, Other important plains a'e in
the northeast around Messina, in the southeast around
Siracusa, in the west around Trapani and Marsala, and in
the nortlwest around Palermo.

The island's leading port is Palermo, which is also
tha nearest major port to Bizerte in Tunisila and to Cag-
liari in Sardinia, Other main ports are Catanla and
Siracusa on the oast conat, and Messinn, connecting point
for the forry service to the mainland, in the northeast,
Secondury ports ure Trdpahi on the weat and Augusta on
tho east conat, On the south, there are two smull ports,
Porto Emppdocle and Licata, where, however, only challow
draft boats aro accommodateds

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Only 3 porcont of the total land arca of Sleily is
wooded. Principal foreats are locabed on the mountains in
tha riortheaat, ospocially on the intormedinte slopes of
Mt. Etna and in the mountains noar Palorme, The main

The climate of Siedly is typically Moditerranean,
with hot, dry summers and mild, rainy wintors., Thore is
gsomg rainfall in Mereh and April and rolatively largo
amounts during October and November, The summer months=--
June, July and August--are almost rainless, Streams dry
up and the ground bocomes hard and dry..

Population

Sicily's resident population ia now eatimated at
about 3,900,000 inhubitants, exclusive of some 200-250,000
men bolieved to ba in tho armed forces., HRecent reports of
evacuation of women and chilldren may affect these figurce
somewhat, but the influx of construction workors since the
atart of the North African venturoc may bo a pardially off=
satting factor,

The island 18 one of the most heavily populatoed
ropiona of mll Europo, with an averapge donsity of about
400 dinhabiltants por square mile. The pressure of an in-
croasing population helps to account for the consildorable
emigration in the past, It io ostimated that noarly
1,000,000 porsons of Sicilian origin now live in the United
States,

Tho most densely inhabitad arecas are along tho
northorn and eaatern consatsa, sspeocially in and around tho
cities of Palermo, Catania and Mossina, Secondary con=-
contrations axist around Trapanl ond Marsala in the wost
and Siracusa und Ragusd in the southeast, , Although a largo
majority of tho population consists of apricultural workers
and thoir families, nbout 90 percent live in cities, small

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Il. AGRICULTURE AND FOODSTUFTS

General

Siclly is more than self-pufficient in foodstuffa in
terms of the subsistence level and limited dietary habits
of 1ts population, except for meat and meat producta, sugar,
and cdoffeeywhich eonlribute the main permanent shortages of
the island. Although the wheat output is substantial, the
island's heavy dependence on wheat products--almost to the
exclusion of other grains--ordinarily makes sizable imports

roceghary.

Farming is the predominant cccupation of the Sicilian
population, with fishing and cattle raising next in order,
Grain cultivation, especlally of wheat, and cattle raising
are carried on in the island's interior, mostly on larze
catates owned by absentee landlords, The eagstern and northern
conatal plains provide cltrus and deciduous fruits, nuts and
frosh vepetables, 1In these plaine the farms are smaller and
largely ommer-cultivated. There ars, however, many sizable
holdings devoted exclusively to citrus fruits, olives and
vinoyards (see Annexed Map B), TFishing 1s carried on from
many small villages around the coast, mostly off the western
tip of the island,

The farming of the non-specialty orops is on a primitive
baais, especially in the island's interior. In 1937, thore
were only 402 threshing machines in all Sicily,

Coroals and Grains

Wheat is the mainstay of the Sicilian diot., Production
is mostly of the hard variety, sultable for apapghetti and
similar pastes. The crop is prown throughout the island but
mainly in the interior and the south, It is harvested from
the middle of May to the end of August,

Barley and oate, used moatly for fodder, are also grown
in sizable quantitics: barley in Catania Provinece and oate
in the Pulermo, Trapani and Agripento provinces, Both crops
ure harvested from late May into July, Other grains--corn,
rice and ryc=--are grown in only small quantities. The

Sicily is a very larpge pgrain consumer, and normally
requires some imports to supplement the extensive domeatic
production, Large imports of soft bread grains and flour
(chiefly from the Italian main land) are the rule, although
these are in part offset by exports of hard wheat and ita
products. The island normally requires a net import equiva-
lent to 75,000 - 100,000 tons of wheat, Imports of other
grains are usually amall, ageregating about 25,000 tons of
corn and rice. There 1s frequently a emall surplus of barley.

During the months following the summer harveat, there
should be a surplus of cereals and grains on the island.

tans. Practically all the cotton is grown 1n Agrirentm
Cnltanissetta, and Catania,the main center being Gola on
the south eoust. The harvest period ia from August through
October, It is nolt known whether the island's twe cotton
toxtile plants, one at Gela and the other at Palermo, arc
equipped to process the cotton fiber into yarns and fabrics
to meot urgent Sicilian needs, If they are not, the crop
will have to be stockpiled for later use on the mainland,

Froduction of cotton seod is now eatimated at over
18,000 tons., The cottonseod is apparoptly processed
locally into oil for human consumption. FProduction of
linseed has also beon pushed in 8icily since 1936, Output
amounted to 2,700 tons in 1940,

Livestock and Livestock Productg

Livestock is not abundant in Siecily, and the consumption
of meat and meat products is at a vory loy lovel., The land
provides inadequate pasturage, and milk and mont producing
animdals are both emull iIn rumber and of poor gtock, The

Foropt FProduota

Sioily is very poor in forcst products, For tho year
onding Junc 30, 1940, domestio output consistod of only
32,000 cubic motors of lumbor, 18,000 tons of firowood and
12,000 tons of charecal, (Bvon this, moroowur, ro rorentod a
murkod incroape ovor tho output of previoun :m:.rsi&. The

ialand doponds on imports for Ats building lumbor, and for
the containors and boxes nocossary for itn food induslrics,
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Wood imports amount to about 200,000 euble motora annually.
Imports of charconl range from 155000 to 25,000 tons annually.

Maior Problomg of Appricultura

Food ghortages in urban contors; Dohoarding. In tho
omorgency perdied of military oporations, siznbls food ghip-
monts will bo nocossary for urban contors whoru progent
shortagos will bo aggravated by tho intorruption of trans-
port and incroased poasant hoarding, Fural arcas, howovor,
will bo largely solf-sustaining, capocially during tho cumnor
and autumn months, (Seo BOW Roport No. RE-111 for an catimato
of food roquiromente for Sleily during a 30-day poricd follow-
ing ocoupation,) '

As omorgency conditions rolox, tho evor-all food supply
ghould prove'mora than adoquato to tako carc of most clvilian
noods, with oxcoptiona and qualiflicntions notod on procoding
PAEOG

Tho oxtont of roquired shipmonts, Howowar, will depond
wltimatoly on the success of moasuros initiotod to dohoard
peusant holdings, gapocinlly of whont and posaibly oliva oil,
A supply of cusential consumora goodg==tuoxLilen, work shoos,
poap, drugs, ate., and thogo foodstufta which will bo in short
pupply--ond o supply of agricultural oquipmont, and Amorican
ourroncy with which Sieilians oo espocially familiar bocauso
of tho wmittances from onigrants to the Unitod Status, will
all prove helpful., Goods usaful for a deoheoarding propram arc
1istod in BEW Hopot No, RR-111, with cotimated quantitics for
ghipmont,

Uso_of food surpluscs, Thoro w41l bo local supplics of
fruits nnd nuto for the occupying forcas. FPotaboos, toma toey,
proen vometables and lepumes will also be availuble, but
health hazards may create some problems, eapecially with
tomatoes, Repair and installation of nrocessing faollities
to ‘praserve these crops and enlarge their usefulnaits ghould
be undertaken,

Some orops will probably provide substantial surpluses
over und above both local und army needs. Principal ones ure
lomona, oidnios and almonda, Groant Brituin can road 11y abgsorb
any uvallable quantities, thua roducing its noed for shipments
of citrus producty from the United Stateu, Lemong will otand
tho shipment, sven though by alow convay in non-refrigeratod
shipss Barly plcking, earoful packing and ventilation duridng
ahipment will minimizo tho pogaibility of spollafe. Sicildian
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However, If military operations during the harvest period
hinder prompt collection and shipmont, procegsing should be
undertaken to preserve the ercp., To this ond carly con-
sideration should bo pivon to the pogeibility of unsing the
sulphur dioxide method for preserving orange pulp or orango
juice.l/

Almonds could be abporbed by Greut Britain, and small
quantities by the United States and Canada. Thoy could bo
atored without difficulty, until shipping spuce became
available, or could be sent as ballast,

Shooks and wrapping tissuo will ba necded for the ship=-
ment of the frosh fruit, During the period 1936-38, imports
of wood for boxing citrus fruits amounted to an averagn of
1,275 tons per year, Adoquato facilitios for apoombling
shooks oxist in Messina, Catanis, and Palormo.

Nood for foertilizors, ingceticidos, and fungicides, In
order to maintain Sicilian agriculture at its present lovel,
it will be nocessary to provide some food producing agonte,
especially fortilizers. Silecily in 1938 importod 62,000 tons
of phosphate roock from Tunisia and Morocco, Tho island is
oquipped to produce suporphoaphatos, providing plant facili-
tivs have nob boon damagod or dostroyod, Imports of phos=-
phate rock should bo resumed and plant facilitios rastorod
as soon as posslble, Somo 400 to 500 tona of nitrie acid
will bo nocossary in tho process, and bags will be nooded
for distributing tho fertilizoer,

No nitropen or potash Tertilizers is produced on
the island. In 1938, imports amounted to 66,000 tons,
Gimllar imports should be reogumed,

Insecticides and fungieides will also bo noeded, particu-
larly for the citrus fruit and grape crops, In tho yonrs im-
modiatoly procoding tho war, Sieily consumod annually about
2,000 tons of theso chemicals, larpoly coppor sulphnte, It
1o bolioved that most of tho fungleides and insceticidos can
bo proparcd on the island if raw materials aro provided,

1/ Tho procoss is simplo, requiring primarily sulphur--
which ig avallable in larpe quantitics on tho island--
and barrols or kogs, which may have to bo importod,
Juicing or erushing oquipmont will prosumably bo avail-
able in adoquatc volume in tho eitrie uoid plants. (sou
Appendix ), If nocessary, a tochnician oxporioncod in
tho sulphur dioxide mothod should bu sent to Sicily
in advance of thoharvest geason, which starts in Novombor.
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Noed for farm eauipment. Sieily does not produce any
miojor apricultural implements, The fow wod on the island
are imported ohiefly from the mainland. Although it io
deoubtful whether 1t will be possible in a short time to con-
vert Sicilian apriculture--ospecially in the interior=-to
more modern methods, it may be dosirable to enlarge the
limited existing supply of tractors, threshers and other
power machinea %qamﬂ of which are sent sensonally from the
mainland to Sieily) if they are available,

Tt may also be desirablo to supply the Sioillan furmer
with much of the omall tool equipmont which he has lacked
during the wart hoos, saws, scythes, sickles, rakes, shovols,
forks, apades, harrows, und plows, The ocupply of farm equip=-
mont 1111l increase the output of gomo basic crops in a rola=-
tivoly short timo.
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III, FOOD PROCESSING, REFRIGERATION AND STORAGE

Slaughter Houscs and Rofripgeration

The low meat consumption in Sicily is reflected in the
scarcity and small-scnle chaructor of slaughter houses and
refrigeration facilities, In 1936, there viore 263 amall
moat establishments scattered tlroughout the island, which
prooessed about 20,000 tong of meats Prinecipal centers were
in Palermo and Catsnia, Some slaughtering is also done on the
farma,

Only six refrigerating plants are known to exist on
the island; two in Catania, two in Messina, one in Palermo,
and one in Trapani, In 1936, only 1,450 tons of foodstuffs
were handled in these plants, In the same yoar, the island's
66 ice plants (11 in Catania, 11 in Agrigonto, 10 in Palormo,
9 in Trapani) produced only 40,000 tons of ice.

Flour Mills, Punte Shops and Bakorieg

Sicily's facilities arn more than adequate for milling
and procesaing hor total whout production, There are over
1,500 mills scattered throughout the island, moatly of small
sizo., Hundreds of small plants for manufacturing spaghetti,
macaroni, ete,, are also scattered throughout the igland,
The principal processing centers are Palermo, with 114
ootabliahmonto. and 718 workers; Catania with 71 establish-
ments and 525 workers; and Agriponto with 53 estahlishmonis
and 376 workers, Approximately 250 other establishments,
with 1,100 workers, are scattered throughout tho Islund,
Small bakeries are located in every community,

Viine end Olive Prosaing

Hundrods of small wino and olive vrossing establishmonts
aroe scattered throurhout the vineyard and olive treoo areis.
The principal wino progsing establishmonts aro in the torm
0?%wmh1ﬂmmmﬁL Other important: producing centors aro
in Catania, Messing and Ragupa, Trapuni and Ragusa, and bo
a lesper extent Catanin and Mossina, are alao principal
contera for oldveo-prasping,

Tomato Procogcing

The production of oannad tomato products is tho most
important ecanning activity in Sicily., Thore arc at loast
30 plantg, of which 7 are equippod to make thelr own cans.
Palormo is the contor of the industry. Other contors aro
Trapanl and Catonia,
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Produetion 1o mostly confined to a highly concentrated
tomato paste, the canning of tomatots being relatively wmall,
Output varies with the aize of the tomato crop; in 1936, which
wag a raller poor year, Sicily produced 6,700 tona of con-
centrated paste, 2,100 tone of poeled tomatocs, and 200 tons
of paste,

Fruit and Vegetablo Procgssing

Only small portions of the sizable fruill and vepetable
crops are canned or preservad in Sicily, In genoral’ those
activitics are carried on togethor with the canning or prae-
serving of tomatoes or fish products in Palermo, Catania and
Trapani,

The processing of vepetables 1s especielly small, In
193G only 800 tone of cunned, dried and pickled vegetables
wera produced, mostly artichokes, peas and beans.

i ¥
The rocessing of fruits is more important, although l.SIJEf
ganning and pregerving in the American mannor 1s unknown,
Smnll parts of the Sleililan crops are procossed in the form
of dried and candied fruits and pools (lemoh and orange) and
for marmalade and jellles. Some julces and essehces uare nloo
produced, In 1936, total output of all products amounted to
only 2,300 tona (1,800 tons of frults preserved in brine or
ayrup, a8 well ag candied- and dried fruit; 460 tona of
marmalade, "jelly,. and fruit juices),

In addition, the ieland has considorable facilitiecs for
procosaing lamons into citric acid, the main plants being
located in Palermo, Catonia and Messina.

Filsh Procesging

Main processed produote include sardines and anchovies
in brine, cannod tuna and sardines and dried fish, The
prineipal conters are along the coasts in Trapanl and
Apriponto, Messina, Siracusa and Palermo are also im-
portant, Tho most Important plant ig located at Favipnana,
Epadi Islands, off Trapanl, The plant 48 equipped to mako
1ty own cang, In 1936, 5,400 tons of proccssed fish woro
produced in S5icily,

Major Problemg of Food Procesging nnd Sloring

Nood for ropair and congtruction of processing and storagoe
plantgs Although the food induatrios in Slelly ars amall-scole,
thoy are nevortheless very important as the meang of prosorving
somo of the surpluses of the porishables-=tomatocs, fioh, somo
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citrus fruits and vegotables--that are usually available,

Tho plants ara geonerally small artisan sheps (operatod by

* the owner and unpaid family labor) scattorod throughout

tho ipland, The fow larpe plants are located in or noar
Palormo, and in other large centers 1like Catanin, Mossina

and Trapani, Thoso arons have alroady boon soverely bombod,

ond damago to the largor plants may be considorable. To

avoid large wastape of foodstuffa, steps should bo takeh im-
modiatoly aflor occupation to asseoas the damage to tho island's
food industrics, so that urgont roquiremonts can'l mot promptly.

Finally, attention should bho givon to the feusibility of
onlarging or modernizing procossing facilities or of conatrucs-
ting now fucilitivs in ordor to promerve larger portions of
tho thin=skinnod fruits and vogotablos that might otherwiso
faull to moot Army hoalth otandards.

Storage, warchouses and refrigerating facilitios may algo
roquire ropair and rocenstruction, the biggoat plants boing lo-
catod in tho samo towns and cities which have already beon
subjocted to sovere military bombardmont, ConsSideration should
nlso'be given to the posaibility of establishing somo addi-
tional fuecilitios, eapoeially for rofrigcration, to moot Army
nooda, .

Neod for fuol and contajrors, It may bo nocossary to

moot the oporating noods of those industrics, which depend

on imports both for fuol and containers., Pro-var annual
imports of tinplauto amounted to an average of 2,600 tons,
Fuel roguiremonts will ba about 15,000 tons annually, butb
thoso oan largely be mot by Sardinian conl if it is availablo,
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IV. MINERALS

Sulphur

It 18 ecstimated that Sioily is now producing about
250,000 tons of raw sulphur anmnlly, Thils fipure does not
ropresent capacity, for production may be expunded by the
oponing of new plts or through empleyment of gdditional
minorsa, There are now some 10,000 workers omployed in the
sulphur industry on the island,

The mines are scatterad throughout the Interior,
mainly around Caltanissetla, Enna and Agrirento, Mining
operations ale generally on a small scale, althoupgh there
are several larger mineg - and mining and milling methods
ara simple. Shipping porte are Cabania and Licata, where
rofinorics aron located, and Porto Empedocle, Shipmonts
through the latter porta mist be handled by barge,

Uso of Sieilisn sulphur--Possibility of tranoferring
somo manpowor to other activities, At jresent most of tho
production is shipped to Gormany. Only a small part is
used loocally, mogtly as dust and for sulphurie neid. There
ia urgent need, howover, for sulphur in the Unitod Kingdom,
In the Near and Mlddle East, and in Indla. Moot of theso
noeds are currontly being mot by shipmonts from tho United
Stulbosa, ao indlcated by the following tablo:

Sicilian production can tako cére of ull theso nouds
with n comfortable margin, At least tho noeds of tho nour-
by loditorrancan countrdos (the Noar East and possibly North
Africa) and tho British Isles could bo mot by Sicilian pul-
phur, thus displacing tho long haul from tho Unitod Status,

Howover, if the sorvices of tha minc workers uro ro-
quired for other morc urgont purposos during the occupation
poriod, it may prove dosirable to roquiro a tomperary ro=-
duction or oven cossation of production, The sulphur minora
could bo partienlarly useful for army work, boeause many of
thom are experionced in congtruction work and in tho opoeration
of mochanical cquipmont,

salt

The larpogt amount of salt is obtainad through tho
ovaporation of sos water, in Trapani and Siracusa, Rook
palt 48 algo producod, largoly in Agrigonto and Enna,
Curront aggregato preduction is ostimatod at around 250,000
tong, of which about 75 porcont is obtainod through ovapora=-
bion, (Loss than half of tho production is usod locally, 0
that production could bo curtailod and workmon transforrod
to moro usoful tasks without difficulty.)

Fumico

Pumico is producod on tho Island of Lipari, northwoot
of Mosaina; tho outpub amountod to 65,000 tons in 1936, Tho
14,000 inhabitante of' this island arc largaly maintainod by
tho Pumico industry. (Considoration should bo givon te tho
denirability of curtailing production of Pumice and utilizing
tho manpowor for moro omssontial purposos,)




V. CONSTRUCTION MATERTALS AND FACILITIES FOR OCCUFY ING FORCE

i

Slcily hes a wide variety of stones and materials for
road building and construction, but there are strétches in
the interior where the rock stratum contains gypsum and
sulphur, making it unsuitable for gonstruction, Inadequate
water supply will also hamper construction in these regions
aince gypsum is frequently found in the streams running
south to the ses,

Sicily's large deposits of asphalt, located in Rafusa
provinece, are important for road building activities and
for oil, Current annual production is estimated at 160,000
tons of asphalt rock, Less than one-third of Sleilian pro-
duction is used for rond building; about two-thirds 1s used
to produce synthetie oil (3-5,000 tona), which is refined
near Ragusa (Asfalti Bitumini Combustibili e Derivati),

The best sources of limestons for making Portland cement
aro gituated in the areas south of Palermo, bstween Trapani
and Captellammare, and in the interior north of Sciacca,
Thore are two medium sizo cement plapts situated-in Pslermo
and Messina, and a smallor one in Catania, In 1938 tho
aggregate output of the two larger plants amounted to 131,000
tons .

Construction lumber is oxtremely short on the island,
Tho main foresta are located in Palormo, Messina, and Catania
provinces providing oak, pine and beech., As alreoady noted,
annual production of bullding lumbor was increased because of
war needs, but reached a poak of only 32,000 cubic meters in
tho yoar ending June, 1940, Imports are normally soven or
odght timos hipher,
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VI, OTHER INDUSTRY

Apart from tho industrivs already discussed, thote are
vory few industries in Sicily, Tho only important facilitios
aroc tho shipbuilding yarde, and some metallurgical and
mochanical plants, These industrios are coneontrated in the
largor ports, mostly in Palormo,and many of thom have alroady
beon soverely bombed., A 1list of the more important industrianl
facilities of all types found on the igland: is givon in the
Appendisx, !




VII. RATLROADS AiD ROADS

Railroads

Sicily has 1,350 miles of railroad (all single track)
of which 1,200 miles are state-owned, Over 60 pereent of
the netwerk is standard goauge; thé remainder, narrow [EULO .

The standnrd geuge system is composcd of Lhree main
interconneeting lines, One line extends alonp the north
congt, from Mossina to Palermo, with a loop connection between
Palerme and Trapani., An east coant line extends southwird
from Mepsina to Catania, und thence to Siracusa with branches
running inland to Enng and Cultanissetta, and a comection
vith the soulh coast line ub Apriprento and with the north
coust linc eant of Palermo, OCovering the southern part of
tho indand 18 a line oxtending southeast from Tropani to
Aprigento and thence to Ragusa whore. connection 18 made with :
wiracusa and the vast coaut line, It is roported that iﬂu,j
the liegsina~Palermo 1ling i now ¢loctrified and that

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VIII. UTILITIES

LEloglric Power

Inadequate wter power resources and lack of fual
account for the low output of electric power in 8icily. The
island produces nbout 210 million KiTH,

Tho inatellation of severnl new hydroeleclrie planls
in recent years (chiefly to serve the mining industry and to
reduce fuel imports) has considerably increamed the chare of
energy generated by water power, Of the Lotal output of 210
million KWH, about 60 percent is penerated by hydroelectric
stationse The hydro and main steam plants are ms followss:

Two figures are shown in Teblesa I and II for the calorie
inteke from foods consumed in Italy, namely the estimated
calorie intake per head of population per day (pre-war and war-
time) and the estimated number of calories provided by current
rations, together with an allowance of the ordinary unratiocned
foods, for the normal consumer and the various categories of
workers. Comparative figures are also gilven for other European
countries.

At first sight, it may seem surprising that whillst the
calorie inteke per head of population has fallen but little
s8ince the war, war~time rations, plus ordinary unrationed foods,
provide a very meagre allowance, and one which, even for workers,
is well below accepted nutritional standards, The explanation
is that Italy is a country in which nearly half the population
are peasant farmers and the authorities have experienced great
difficulty in obtaining deliveries of the foods they produce,
even though in theory, it is obligatory on producers to delilver
up thelr entire crops, save for an allowance of thelr own
consumption and for seed. This "hoardin;'" of food on the part
of producers has meant that not only have peasants and thelir
families lived as well as if not better than before the war,
but they have also 1l1llicitly supplied considerable quantities
of food either to relatives in towne, or to the black market,

In consequence, official rations have had to be fixed at very
low levels, but, on the¢ other hand, a substantial proportion of
the urban population manages to supplement these by food from
other sources, i.e. black market or farm contacts.

Nevertheless, a proportion of the working class population
in large towns with neilther money or facilities for obtaining
extra food must fare very badly; in small country towns,
however, there should be little privation.

Another point that should be borne in mind when comparing
Italian consumption with that of other countries in the attached
tables, 1is that the standard of living in Italy is well below
that of western and northern European countries. Again,
however, the poverty of the Italian diet should not be
exaggerated. The climate is warm which means that total
calorie requlrements are somewhat lower, and supplies of fruit
and vegetables were ample in most parts of the country before
the War, and probably still are except in the larger {owna.

Regional differences in food consumption are very
marked in Italye While in the north the diet approachea that
of western uuropesn countries, and fair quantlties of meat and
dairy products are eaten, in the south it is much poorer and
consiste principally of bread and spaghetti, of which very
large quantities are eaten. Meat, butter (olive oil is the
principal fat) and milk are rarely consumed, though sheep's~
milk cheese is an important item in the dietary, The
consumption of sugar is very low, only about 1 1lb. per head
in the province of Lucania, for instance, compared with over
30 1bs. in the north of Italy.

These reglonal differences have argravated the rationing
problem confronting the Italian authorities, because clearly
it would be neither feaslble or deasirable to fix the same
ratione throughout the country. What the authorities have done
is to establish uniform rations of the main foods, i.e. bread,
fats and paste (spaghetti, etc.), though even with these foods
they have taken into account local food habits. For instance,
a larger allowance of pasta is gilven in southern Italy,
gardinia and Sicily, and moreover this allowance conteins &a
higher proportion of spaghettl than of rice. Similarly, the
fats ration, though the same 1n total quantity, contains
more olive oll in the south than in the north. For other
rations, such as meat, wine, milk etc. the distribution 18
controlled locally according to available supplies, and either
a local ration is fixed (for the compartimento or for an even
smaller administrative unit) or else distributlons are made

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ITALI, ' SUPPLIES OF PHARMACEUTICA

& The following information relates Lo the whole of
Italy; no information ie available relating specificially
to Southern Italy, Sicily and Sardinia.

Ttaly 1s a large producer of pharmaceutical products,
but is very largely dependent on imports for raw materials.
For the manufacture of synthetic organic producta she i8
dependent on Germany for supplies of coal and, largely, of
coal~tar by~products.

Quinine: Pre-war requirements of guinine were 100 tons
per annum, but requirements must of course have increased
since the war. Stocks were virtually nil as at May 1940.
Montecatinl produces a synthetic anti-malarial similar to
the German product atebrin., A sample of this has been
captured and there is no doubt that subject to continual
medical supervision it would be as effective as guinine for
most forms of malaria, if enough could be produced. The
raw material is, however, coal-tar products (see above ).
Amongst military captures there is only one sample of the
synthetic anti-malarial, whereas there have been several
captures of quinine. Interrogation of P.0.V. confirm that
the Italiens, a8 a general rule, use quinine both for
prophylaxis and cure of malarlia. In Italy itself there are
recurrent reports that guinine is unobtainable.

It can only be assumed that the Italians are using
what supplies of quinine they have for military purposes,
and that the home market 1s having to make do with synthetic
anti-malariels either home-produced or imported from
Germany. A certain amount of quinine has been obtained from
blockade running -~ exactly how much is not known -~ and Italy
hai ordered 50 tons from Japan which she may, or may not,

PRE=VAR CONDITIONS

Introduction

As in all other, spheres of I[talian 1life the motor
vehicle industry had to re-orgenise 1ts activities to
conform to the autarchic policy so prominent in the
lmmediate pre-war yesars, The two fundamental factors
which decided Itallan pollioy in &ll things relating to
motor vehicles were: Fﬂ) the establishment of &
vehicle manufacturing industry independent of foreign
osul stance, and (b) the creation of a motor transport
syBtem throughout the Italian African Empire, This
latter factor led to a great demand for vehicles from
Lhe domestic industry.

Although Italy appeared to encourage the use of
carg and commercial vehicles for civilian purposes, &8
for example, by &bolishing the fiscal tax on new cars
and motor-cyoles, texetion on fuel and on commercial
vehicles was extremely heavy, aud this seriously
restricted the development of motor traffic, The
vehicle manufacturing industry, however, was not
adversely effected because of the demand for vehicles
within the Empire.

The industry was naticnalised, and theo domestic
market olosed to all foreign competition; domestio
salep were restricted for the sske of the Italien
export trade, Pour firms, Alfa Roneo, Bianchi, Lancia,
and Fjat supplied practically all the vehicles produced,
Fiat predominating and claiming up to 90 per cent of the
total output,

WAR-TIME CONDITIONS

In view of the fact that the Italisn motor industry
wag already under congiderable Government contral and
largely concerncd with the manufacture of wvehicles for
milltary. requirements, the transfer from peace to war
would probebly have & minimum effect on output. In
March, 1941, a decree was lesued defining the size of
engines which were allowed to be manufactured, and in
June of the same year the first "colaboration" meeting
took place in Itely attended by technical representa-
tives from both Germany and Italy, There was thue every
indication of close Government ocontrel, and aleso of (German
infiuenece, and the prospect that the Italian motor
industry was likely to have to adopt a type-limitation
programme, of.the German pattern,

There is little intelligence information to aseslst
in formulating & plecture of the prevailing conditione
in the industry and concerning road transport as & whols,
Decrees have been lessued restricting the usge of vehicles
und the fuel uveed, both e regarde type end ovuantity.

Reparding produotion, it ie estimated that, prior
to the L. A F. attacks on Northern Italy, the industry
wag producing lorries at the rate of 20,000/25,000 annually.
Apperdix IT ie Included whioh indicates the annual produc-
tion of care und lorries for the inclusive period 1934L/1938,
Tt 1s assumed that under war-time conditions car yproduction

has /
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has been drestically reduced, the productive capacity
relensed being aveilable for the production of lorries
or other articlee. It will be noted from thie Appendlx
that the African Cempaipn caused a marked upward trend
in production, the Fiat Company alone manufacturing in
1837 and 1938 65,000 and 56,000 vehicles respectively.
The total annual output cepacity of the Italian industry
prior to the war has been quoted to be at the rate of
120,000 wmotor vehicles.

The Number of Vehicles in Use,

It has been etated that in 1941 there were fewer
vehicles in operation than in 1939, and that the number
would have to be setill further reduced. From Appendix I
i1t will be noted that there were in use, in 1939, approxil-
mately 360,000 cars, 10,000 buses, &nd 110,000 lorries.
It can be assumed in wer-time that the number of lorries
in use remains substantielly unaltered but that the
number of cars and buseg would be decreased, the former
by a coneidzprable amount. In t he abeence of any
evidence to indicate the present number of vehicles
in use it is cssumed that there are, at the present
time, 90,000 lorries, 8,000 buses, and 200,000 care in
uge in Italy.

The Use of BSubsetitute Fuels.

In the past, Italy paid wost attention to the use
of the considerable deposits of natural gas (me thane)
which were uavailable to her, but in recent limeg the use
of producer gas has been encouraged. It ie believed
that,-at the beginning of 1943, there were 25,000 vehicles
operating on methane and 10,000 vehicles on producer geas,
wood or charcoal being used for the lattier, Due to the
diffieulties associated with the mcunting of & producsr
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gas unit on small care it can be assumed that the
me jority of the vehicles so fitted will be lorries.
Methane is more likely to be used for cars, and for
the operation of buses.

Subject: Attached Memorandum - Reonomic and Labor Problems in Sicily

1. Reference is made to attached memorandum which was prepared by the
Industrial Personnel Division, Services of Supply, ab the oral request of
Colonel W. G, Dockum of your staff on December 7, 1942.

2. The subject memorondum is divided into three varts: Part I, "Natural
Resources and their Operation," Part II, WLabor Regsources and their Administra-
tion," and Part III, "SBugrestions on Lebor Policy for the Second Stage of

Military Government."

The first two parts present a survey of labor and eccnomic conditions as they
will be found in Sicily in the first phase of military government.

The third pert makes basic euggestions with regard to a labor and economloc
policy to be pursued in the gsecond phase of military government. Suggestions
have heen held within the scope of FM 27-b Military Government, and FM 27-10
Rules of Land Warfare, prepared under the direction of The Judge Advocate General.

4. The subject memorandum was prepared on the besis of data and materials
gecured from official Italian sources and from pertinent American and Britieh
publications, All of the sources have been critically evaluated.

4, Sicily may be considered as having & gemi-colonial status with regard
to the Italian peninsula, which means that the political and economic life of
the leland was directed and controlled in the interest of the Italian mainland,

5. It is suggested that any comments on this and previous reports and
any questions, data or information which will ald in the preparatlon of gubsequent
reporte, be made to thils Dvielon.

I. Natural Resources and their Exploitntion

1. Social Division in Apriculture.

Sicilian agriculture represents a specific case of absentee ownershiv
with all its soclal and economic implications. With reepect to the
question of land ownership, Siclly of the present era is nkin to Ireland

of the period followlng the middle of the 19th century.

The Ieland is in n semi-colonial stetus wlith reference to the
Italian mainland. The big landownore of the Ieland live either in

the

Italian cities of Rome and Naples or in the few cities of Sicily, the
coastal towns of Felermo, Messina, Catanin, Siracusa, Arrigento, Marsala,

Trepani and the interior towns of Enna Caltanisete and Rogusa.

Large landowners rely, in most instances, upon stewards who manage the
work of hired landless Tarmhands. As A rule, due to the poor condition of

the eoil and the limited merket outlets, agricultural undertakings

are not

very profitable. A corollary of this is that the standard of living of the
agricultural worker 1s extremely low. JFarm tenancy is less usunl than direct

employment of farm labor,

2. ©Status of Ronds.

There are some specific cbetacles to emall-scale farming in Sicily.

Cne of the most important hindrences is presented in theabsecnce of

a woll=

developed road and highway system. This lack characterizes every vart of
the Island. As one authority on asricultural economics in Italy states!

"Tc the absence of roads is attributed the tardy
agricultural and social development of the island, the
survival of obeolete economic forme, the inadequate public
security, the concentration of the peasants in large
villages, the limited development of pasturcs and of stock
dairy cattle breeding, owlng to the necessity of keening a
large number of pack animals, mules, horges, donkeys, practi-
cally all the traneport of the interior being carried out by
these means, the difficulty of introducing and applying agri-
cultural machinery, the imperfect functioning of public
services, and particularly of the health and educational
services. "

The system of nationml and provincinl roads in Sicily is, however, not
inforior to the corresponding system in northern Italy, after allowing for

the difference in area and pooulation, Oommunal, local and farm ro
the other hand, are decidedly inferior, The Fasclst Government has

3, Improvement of the Soil

The Frnsclpt Government hus followed e system of improvement of the soll
by imposition of penslties for reluctunt landoyners. The bLlg estates on which
soll improvements ere not cerried out mey be teken away from the owner and
transferred to corpovate hodies or individusl workers. The expense incurred
by intenpive soil improvement hus been curried by governmontal sponsored ssno-
cictlons for collective cultivetion which are enubled to obtaln cupital louns
6t low interest rutes., Much of the soil improvement program hus remained on
paper, since there wus no proper agency to enforce 1ts lugsl proviglons against
the owner of the blg estutes, nor were there sufficlent means uvailable to
finunce the projects. The smell lend owners acyuired land mostly through re-
clumation of uncultivated ureas, a progrum developed by the Fasclst Government.
This was a costly policy end its limlted scone made it not much more than &

propegrnda device.
Le Agricultursl production and consumption

In appraising the economic value of the gnricultural produce of Sielly,
one hns to tuke three uspects Into consideration:

(1) The peculiur dlet of the uicilien povulation.

(#) "The import-export relutionship between Slelly and the Italiun
mpinlend.

(3) The import-export relationship between Sicily end foreign
countries.

The Sicilien is, by force of necessity, & vegetarien. He eats brend, farl-
nicecus pagtes, olives, tomutoss, salads (supplemented by poat cheese); drinks |
wine and poat milk, He euts poultry (chickens) and lamb only on pgre:t holldays. l'

Low prices and high coats of merketing and trensport to the Itelien penin-
suln heve forced to keep the farmers! income et & low level. HMerketing und
credit cooperatives, which increuse the merket share of the mass of the workers
on the land, have not opernted effleiently in Sleily due to the renlstance of
the owners of the bip estutes. The exports to forelyn countries from Itoly (to
which Siecily mnkes 1ts reglonuol contribution) conslst lurgely of orunges, lemons,
ollve oil mnd wine, ' The proportion of Sieillan pgoods in these exports has not
increesed in the period between the two World Wers, Spain, which competes with
Ttaly on the world market in the export of these products, enjoyed un upward
trerd prior to 1929. The Frseclst regime hus nol been uble to secure uny improve-
ment in the trade baluinee of Sieilian products. h

One of the rewsons for the failure of on increused export share in Sicilian
aprienlturel products may be seen in the Fascist polley of ugriculturel self-
sufficienoy. The centrul problem within that scope becume the battle for wheut.
Non-cereuls were neglected in that scheme and S8iclly, which is not much fitted
Lor wheut production, suffered from the self-sufflolency uspirutions T?r}IFﬁiuu
Fupcist policy. T o
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The chiructer of tgricultural orgnnization of Sieclly results in o sparse
population., There live nbout 4 million people on 9,936 squure miles. ~ The
relitively more densely pojulated areas is in the northern end ewstern nectlons
of the Iulend., The fertillty rate is hiph but the poor health of the populi-
tion, snd purticularly the high infent mortality rote huve prevented a sipnifi-
cont rise in populntion. In addition, Sieily hus historieslly irovided n large
resorvolr of Ttylien immiprents to the Unilted Stetes, before our immlgre tion

uotes restricted that mipration. It is true that some porticms of the immi-
prants roturned to live in Bicily sfter they saved up some money in the otetes,
tut the net bulunce of immigrution was st 111 n consideryble factor in rolieving

the pressure on the land.

5. Porulation Holimece ond Eduentienal Stendords.

in importent fuctor in keeping down the level of gubsistence of the Sicl-
14ien farm leborer was hle illitersmcy and almost the complete rbsence of any
voeationsl puidence centers. The Fasclat regime hug had some psuccess in solving
these problems. Although largely devoted to the disseminotion of Feaclst
propepunda, primary schools huve inereased in number in Bleily as in continentel
Itely. Agricultursl experimentnl stotlons and ngricultural occupationul puidance
canters are more numerous now than before the Fageists came into power. The
mere fect thet more people cen resd snd write now in tieily thaen n decczde or two
upo vill meke it eusier for a post-Fuascipt Goverument to uroceed with & more
enliphtencd professionnl snd edue: tlonel policy.

€. Sulphur Mining Lxtrectlon,

The predominant industrisl charecter of Siclly is represented by its ex-
truetive industrios of which sulphur mining 16 the mott lmportant. Sulphur
mining holde & most important vluce in the total vilue ol Itellan minlng. It
outweighs by far other winlng votivities of the Kingdom, much ng mercury, iron,
pyrites, lewd, 4inc, nluminum und potash selts in o number of active mines.

The importent place sulphur mining holds in the totel of Itulisn mine production
1g 1llusiruted by the following figures: The totel production volue of the
Ttoldlon mininpg industries was 500 million lire in 193¢, In that totunl, the sul-
plur mining amounted to 132 million lirae.

Tho totrl productlion tonnupge of gulphur in the 1930's amounted to about
470 thousand tons per onmun (two-thirds supplied by Sicllisn arel one-third by
other Italian mines in Emilia, Compania and thinm{. The Giecillun sulphur
{ndustry meintained up to World Var I a fuvorsble position on the world murket.
bul eince the post-war perlod it had grectly suffered from n reduction in world
prican, the full of which wos 1o pome extent releted with the intensive sulphur
onbput in the United Stetes, (Aocording to datu of the Leugue of Naticis,
,103,000 tonp were produced in the United States In 1931, us sguinst 380,000
tons in Murope wnd 77,000 tons in South Americn.) The Sieilisn sulphur mining
indugtry, which enjoyed elmost a monopoly for centuries, wus fiuced ufter Vorld
“ur I with the most seriocus crigig in its hlstory.

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7. The Sulphur Mining Cortel.

The mine owners tried to maintoin the opersation of part of the mines by
tllocating production (uotes in order to foreetell domestie Ituliun economlc
rivulries from forcing the export prices further down. Intenslve industrial
concentrution Iln the sulphur mining field with exclusion of smull submurginal
minas had taken ploce elreundy belore the (reat Depression whieh begen in 1949,
The Frseist Government gpave officisl recognition to the guota end price jolicy
of the mine owners cartel. The Fasecist Government did not, however, go so fur
as to set a production and concentration plan of Industilal products and row
miterinle—it merely lepulized the vpgreements wmong the owners of the industrisl
enterprises. Archelce methods of production, some specific pgeoloplecel dlificul-
ties, the cbuence of ronds and the low lovel of productivity were not eliminated
by the legpulized monopelistic practices. In many cuses, us the one presented
by the Sieilian sulphur mining industyy, povernmentel pubaldies sre required to
mailntein the operntion of the mines. The willlinpgness of the Fauvcist Govern-
ment to subsidize industry did not necesparily result in rovernment control or

management of privately-owned industry.
B, Non-sulphur mining and munufsacturing Feellities,

Other extroctive industries of Slcily ure ssphult, rock salt, pumlce
stone, ond sea salt production. They serve primarily the needs of the ltalian
meinland., None of these industrles approsches in importance sulphur mining.
The low level of productivity in these extroctive industries hampers thelr
export to foreign countries. OSlnce they probebly did not represent such &
powerfutr economic group us the sulphur industry, their demsnds for povernmentsl
finunclul sssistunce were not muoch heeded.

A suull lood and fruit proceésing industry exdsts 1n Sleily. There wre
ulso a few metullurpicul works. The menufueturing [leld is represented by tex-
tile factories, printing shops und paper producing undertekings. Some electri-
enl plante end woter reservolra ure smong the public utilities., There ure
some short distence rallrouds, The nutlve populntion etlll weaves much of 1ts
own cloth und indulges in parter apreements with the loewsl shoemuker, curpenter
or other villuge srtisans. Slcilian manuincturing industry serves the town

The dlet of the Sicilian miner 1is Lotter thinn that of the asricultural
Lalorer; he usually wenm o menufactured clothilng and hes slightly petter living
qunrters, ZThe wvase atandards in the minins ond procesoi: induntrles were
4 1ire osor hour in the 1930'n. From the nepect of annuel income, the mnine
worker enjoys n position mariedly suparlor to his perieultural brother.

The Sicillnsn mine owners, ne all other lirge-scale suployees in Ltaly,
tried to ilwmprees upon lnbor the necesnlty of wrie decreencd (or ro-colled ntabl-
tizod wasea) in order to secure sermnanent enploynent, Tho ouatn (cartel) aveteom
4 ontout and exports nlaced » narrow linmdlt on the punloynent eapnaity of the
lplar mines.

1. Helocation of external economlc communicatlons.

The occupation of Sicily, if not followed up immedlately by the
ocoupation of the Italian peninsula, will sever the economic ties
between the Island and the Kinpgdom. It will, at the snme time, ieoclate
the Island from the sconomic communication lines which the Kingdom
maintains with 1ts Axis partners and the satellite states. On the
other hand, an occupation of Sicily by an armed force of the United
States will establish contact between the Island and the economic arees
governed by the United Nations. It will vplace Sicily in close relation
with North Africa, and may leave the economic chnnnels to the neutrals
in the Mediterranean, especially Spain, open for further communiecation.

2. Agricultural policy.

The economic policy of the occupation regime will have to dovote
particular attention to the problem of eultivation of the land in the
abeence of many owners who reside in Italy proper and under conditions
of termination of interchange of agricultural products with Italy.

To make the Island as self-sufficlent as possible with regard to
Tfoodstuffa, 1t may seem advisalble to extend the area of cultivation.
Farm prices will probably rise due to a greater demand for farm products
regul tings from the presence of the army of occupation. Thls may
present some inducement for an incremse of the cultivated area. It
may be necessary to suggest a different system of rotation of crops

for a better balancing of the food demand and supply under the regime
| of cccupation. In that case, subsidies to smnller landowners, tenants
and sharecroppers may be required.

In the event that the stewards of the big estates, under the
influence of the absentee owners, prove uncooperative, financial
pressure in the form of fines and other extraordinary financial burdens
might be able to socure & higher degrec of cooperntion. As a last
regort, it might be necessary to conslder a program of exercising the

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right of eminent domaln of the oceuwpying aithority in order to allocate
the land of“mbsentae owners for nroductive use by landless peasants.

(Cf. Rules of Land Warfare, Mg7-10, 328, p. 83.) This proceduro will
have the added virtue of permitting to the occupying authoritiee tangible
benefits in demonstratings to the landless farmere the progressive soclal
views of the American army of ooccupation. This arrangement, 1t should
be made clear, would only be a temporary one until some form of
constitutional povernment is reintroduced to solve the land mroblem on

a permanent basls.

3. Industrial policy.

In assuning control over local industry, the United States occupa-
tion nuthorities will have to take o lending mart in the relocation of
the production and export quotas of the mines. The induetrial needs
of the inter-Allied economy and the avallability of transport facilltles
will determine the extent of the activity of the mines. Since the
United States 1e the greatest sulphur producing country in the world,
there will be no difficulty in assigning experts in that field of
production to the Sicilian sulphur mines.

The cost structure of the Sleilian sulphur cartel, with regard to
the returns on the inveetment, will have to be reaprraised to bring it
in line with the wrice of that product on the inter-Allied market. In-
stallation of complex equipment, as a means to increamse productivity,
may not seeum feaspible during the war. But an increase in the efficlency
of mine workers may be achieved by lmprovement of worliing conditions.

Since sulphur mining provides an extremely important source of
revenus to labor and to the Ieland economy as a whole, it ies swyested
that every attempt be made to maintain employment. It should be
remembered that the suwlphur mines are normally operated with tho
finanecial aid of the Italian CGovernment. Since thnt aid will ceage
with the oceunntion, some financinl asslstance will be called for. In
the event of an uncooperative attitude on the part of the mine manage-
ment, 1t might beocome necessary for the occupation muthorities or the
rrovipgpional government to take over temporarily the operation of the
mines. This, ns a wartime measure, has received sanction both in
Burope and in the United States. (Cf. Rules of Land Warfare, FM27-10,
322-334, in particular 325 in conjunction with 330, p. 83.) If such
A step is necessary, one of the sanctions should be to refuse the
owners who, incidentnlly, are likely to reside in Italy proper, any
compensation until the finaneial claime of the United States Govern-
ment resulting from the required subsidies are settled,

It sliould be borne in mind that forelgn investors, particularly
British, have large oconomlec interests in the extractive industries
in Italy, especially in sulphur mining. These interosts should
probably recoive preference over the fimnncial claims of the Itallan
mine owners slnce the Allled financial intercats liave been disregarded

during the periocd of hostilities. 1,2|}l‘
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industries will have to be readjusted with a view to the general trend of
changing export needs of the inter-Allied economy ond employment plans

of the Island under occumation. Local industries and craftsmen will

be limited in their activity by the lack of raw materinls. The alloca-
tion of the necemsary materials will have to be made under a priority
syetem in which the military needs for local induetriaml products and
ropalre will have to receive primary consideration.

The plan of streamlining the economy of occupation with ite
limitations on export and output will probably result in & consideranble
net industrial labor reserve. This reserve may be mertially absorbed
through Increased and more intensive cultivation of the land, the
residue may be placed at the dieposal of the army of occupation for
which 1t can perform semi-military taska.

4., Proclamation of a frec demooratic labor policy by the military
government.

Baglc considerntions:

Labvor relations are entrusted under the Fasclst repime to the so-
called eyndicatese, the funotions of whioh consist ing

(1) The negotintions of collective labor contracts.
(2) Representation of employers nnd workers before
the courts, selection of candidates for the Ohamber of

Deputies.

(2) Administration and supervision of social welfare
echenes,

(4) Collaboration in the Government's agricultural
program,

Some of these functions have to be continued but the provisional authori-
ties will have to make clesan sweep of the Fascist institutions. In all
probability 1t would be neither wise nor possible to prescribe feneral
elections at once but the principle of free elections has to be included
in the proclamation of the army of occupation, The same applies to free
inetitutions in the field of economic end labor relations. It may not

be feasible to have the pre- or non-Fascist labor and employers!
orgonigatione ingtituted at once, but it will certainly be nosalble to
proclaim the principles of bargaining trade union organization and
libveral employers! assoclations.

Institutions are symbolic of the social objective to which they
are dedicated. Fasciste used the rovolutionary concept of syndicaliesm
to cover up their counter-revolutionary asplratione in the same way ns
the Nazis applied the term "national socialism" to camouflage their
peendo~-socinlistic aspirations, To the masses of the neople inside Italy,
syndicates mean Faseist labor autoeracy; the preservation of this kind of
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organization by the American-gborsofed pFovisional government would
wake the American Army suspect to a sympathy with Fascist aima.. It
would deprive the Americane, as well as Sicilian and Itnlian anti-
Fescist end non-Fasciste at large, of the most powerful yropaganda
wenpon. Goodwill of the native omppoeltion to Fasecist rule, forfelted
at the initial stage of ocecupation, will be difficult to rerain. The
proper timing by competent authority of proclamations restoring certain
civil rights and institutions, or assuring some lons needod reform,
may have great propaganda effects and might recruit loyalty and
cooperation which otherwise would Dbe lost.

It may not seem fensible to tear down the whole Fpecist syn-
dicalist structure at oace, but ite legnl basls should be removed.
The Fascist "corvorations," which actunlly had no real function under
Fasciem, can be outlawed even with less nrecautions which may have to
be taken with regard to the functions of the syndicates. The elimlna-
tion of the legal basis of "cormorations" will, in the mind of the
people, mean that the American-sponsored authorities have no intention
of playing with the notion of fitting a large industrial combine into
the social vattern of corvorate,medieval artisan shop. The harmony
of lebor relations, which the Fascist "corporatione! were guppoged to
represent, was an allusion to the natriarchal relatione of the two- or
throe-man artisan chop and the ripgld rules of medieval artisan gullda.
That 11lusion implanted in the minds of the masses of the Italian
vopulation the misconception that the factory system can be fitted
into the social institutione of the pre-industrial age. That mls-
diroction of soclal policy made it emsler for the industrial glonte
to indulge without much interference into monopolistic practices. The
outlawing of the Fascist Roorporations" will clear the way for those
economic changes which are desirable and neceseary.

Provisions have to be made for the temporary adminietration of
labor relations. Anti-Fasciet labor leaders and employers of 1liberal
views may be invited to present their viewe to competent occunation
authority or the provisional government. Collective bai'gaining and
labor-management cooveration should be legalized, as a sccond eten,
and nermitted to operate ap eimilar orgenizations operate in the United
States and Great Britain. Organizations of farm workers, sharecropners,
tenants and emnll landowners, may be permitted to secure popular
gupport and efficient execution of the agricultural production program.
These organizations may be set un by village communities or on a larger
base, if desired.

The leprlization and recognition of orgenlzation of employers,
employecs and agricultural workere would provide the machinery for
solving internal and inter-group grievances as well as provide informa-
tion reparding production problems, the mornle epituation, ete., to the
occcunation authorities or provisional government.
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In addition to the proclamation of the general prineiple of free
economic and labor organizations, the oceupying authorities or ptovisional

rovernment may issue an ordinance promising a falr wage and employment

policy.

It may not be feaslble to eliminate at once the substandard wnge
and working conditions on the land; but it might be possible to nrnvﬂ&a_
tomporary relief from indebtedness of the agricultural population by | ¢ ™
decreeing a qualified debt moratoriam. It may aleo be mossible to
eliminnte peonnge in the agricul tural lebor relationghin by sponsorin
model schemes of failr work contracte.

Money woges may have to be raised since a general rise in price
of consumers' goode im to be expected. A just distribution system of
food and manufactured goods imported under the regsime of occupation
should be made a corellary to an equiteble wage rolicy.

The possibility of the absorption of the unemployed by projects
patablished for semi-milltary tasks of the American Army should be
gpecifically promised in the proclamation., If unemployment 1s rife,
and 1ts imuedinte alleviation impossible, public feeding of the un-
employed and needy will probably have to be resorted to in order %o
forestall starvation and disease.

Fasclet restrictions on the movement of the pooulation ghonld be
rescinded. The flow of labor supply, with an appeal to voluntary
cooperation, showld be adjusted to the mroduction program of the occupa~
tion economy.

Labor exchanges ghould be reconstituted under the supervision of
persons trusted by the occupying authority, and familiar with tho
problems of such exchanges. The exchanges should control the institu~
tion and adherence to the failr labor standards to be inaugurated by
the American authorities. (Cf. Military Government, FM27-5, Sections
VII and VIII, in particular Sections VII (36) and VIII (39), pp. 21=22.)

If by chance Sicily is to be the first or one of the firet in-
vasion pointe of Europe, the following elements should be borne in mindi

(1) A successful labor program will do much to
influonce labor, not only in Italy but in other parts
of Burope, and therefore weaken the reslstance in the
reat of Italy and in Germany.

(2) The Siocilian exverience might concelvably

orovide a pattern for the activities of other occunying
authorities at & later date.
