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MEMORANDUM TO: Col. Cripps:

Among the questions which I discussed with the various Departiuent

Hieads in my recent visit to Palermo were the following:

(a) Confino: This Order of January 1 was drafted by the U“)R
Legal Officer although he thought that perhaps it was a violation of
Proclamation 13, however, they believe that it is sound in principle. s
1 asked him to prepare a short memo tfiving the background and the
reasons for issuing this order so that it would be available in case p
it was ever questioned in the future. It is fexlt that in Region I .'
the first accretions to the ancient doctrine of Affinc and Admonition
were removed in the recent order.

The legal offlcer seeméd to think that it was very important to
try to overhaul the entire ttallan penal code in order that all
Fascist positions of it could be removed and that the would
clearly represent a present effective instrument. The Logal Officer
geemed to think that thils should be done by A.C.C.

Tt was thought necessary o decentralize a number of small functions ,
that used to go to Rome for approval, particularly in the legal division, |
such as making amall appointments and handling small administrative :
details. As part of the same general picture, it was thought that a I
Regional Representatlve of each of the Districts in Rome should exist
in Sicily as well as a Repional Commissioner, becanse it was impossible
for the A.C.C. personnel to control the operations of each province
because of the lack of personnel. For instance there is only one
welfare officer for the island and he must necessarily exerclse control
at the Reglonal level wheres he is through some Itallan f::r%a.nizut-inn.

Thore seemed to be somé thought that the limit nfdgbgﬁ lire on

sales of real estate approvable by the 5.C.A,08., was too small in gpite

of the fact that the Flnance pivieion thought that ay looseningy of these

Public Safety Division thought that it was necessary to take the
Director General out of the Department of Interior and make him the
independent head of a Public Safety Ministry in Rome, in order to keep
the poldce ou. of politics as the prefects constantly tried to affecd /(D
their deposition for political reasons both in Home and in the Provinces,

The Public Safety Director objected to the absence of a Directive
defining the Mission of No. I District. He gald that many of the
officers considered No. I District as responsible for the government
of the Igland hereafter, in fact it was not the same as the Middle
East situation where similar organization would in fact have more
control over civilian affalrs. Particularly the No. I District
had put forward a program for taking prisoners of war, attiring them
| in British uniforms, giving them arms and using them as civilian

police , which program he thought was wholly contrary to the situation

contemplated by the Combined Chiefs of Staff in setting up the gf?ﬂiPﬁu

as the civilian police organization.
