$emporery duty with sstropolitan Area T'.B,S. with heedquerters at Naples.

3. Since the subject matter hes hitherto been one of direct communi-

As
PARMA had been placed on the Mission at the express or er of Adr Vice
MarshelFOSTER I immediately wrote to the Mi nister and said that in view of
thisn I could not agree to his withdrawal unlees I were consulted. I think
T was in BARI for &lf a day after the letter was delivered to the Ministry
but nothing happened and when T arrived in KAPLES the day lLefore yesterday
1 fourd that Major RUSPOLI hed orders to stand by for his Mission. I
immediately contmoted BARI on the telephone and was told that PARMA was not
to go on the Myssion but that they had appointed a substitute.  After
making various enquiries I decided to assert my authority and sent a
definite order to BARI that PA'MA was to be flovn over in time to join the
Nission yesterday morming. I gather that this order has caused some stir
but T have pointed out that I am in command of the T.A.F. and that minor
matters such as irregularities oen wait on the exigencies of the Service
and that meanwhile it is more important to get on with the war. The
cubstitute of fercd in place of PARMA had no qualificaticns whatever for the
job except a knowlddge of English.
