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You will recollect that I wrote to You on 20 @t 1945 as to the
proposal to appoint a Special Comnis=ion for the Province of Bolzano and
nelghbouring territories for the examination of doubtful cuges of citizenship,
in connection with the preparation of the electoral lists. I wrote to you

again cn 21 September, pointing out the urgency cf' a degision, but I have not
yet had any reply from you.

My dear Mr. Prime Minister:

Fros reports submitted to me, it appears that the authoritiss in the
freas in question will shortly resch the point at which they will be unable to

make arny further progress in the preparation of elsctoral lists, becuuse of the
unsettled problem of ths citizenship of many of the inhabitants. Morasover, the

nature of the duties which the Special Commission itself will have to perform
is suoh as will require time. There is accordingly a danger that the electoral
lista for Bolzano and the nelghbouring areas may not be oumpleted until a date
considerably later than tha yest of Northarm Italy. Such a situation might in
turn raise serious problems as to the date for the holding of elections.

The Allied Camnission therefore considers that the Spediel Comndssion
ought to be appointed and begin its labours lmnediately.

As an alternative to the appointment of the opecial Comnlssion by the
Italian Goverrment, it would be within the power of Allied Military Govermment
ltsslf to appoint the Special Commission and to define its functions and to
ensure that 1t discharges its duties with all poesible speed: and its acts
would, of course, be binding én the Italian Goverrment. It is muwh to be
preferred that the Camnission be conatituted by the Italian Goverrment with
the approval of the Allied Comission. If, however, the Italian Covermment
is not able to establish the Special Commission in the immediate future, it may
be necessary for the Commission to be appointed and set in motion by the Allies,
In my letier I also drew atisntion to the deslrabllity of your Govermment making
as full a statement as possible on its intention in reaspect of the Upper Adige.

I trust that the Italian Govermment will taks immediate action in thege
matters and that you will reply to my letter very shortly.

I refer to Admiral Stone's letf;; of July 7, 1945, to tha President of
the Council of Ministers roconmending that the basic Italian slectoral laws be
amonded in certain rempects to ennure the posnibility of holding an independent
free und secret vote in Italy. Certain of the more glnring defecte of the
ltalian electoral law were pointed out. I understand thet the Chief “Yoamissloner

ham not received any amssurances from Professor Parri that the Italien Covernmant
Intends to enmct the neceseary lerislation.

1 have been instructed by my Government to support in the fulleet possible
manner the Chiaf Commiceioner's previoun rapresentations to Signor Zonomi and
to Frofessor Parri on this ak Ject and to uregs upon the Italimn Governmernt early
and searious conniderastion of tho defects in the oxleting elactoral eyrstenm. My
Government ha® particularly stresned the desirability of

1) providing for the control of electioneering at the pelling nlaces:

2) making adequate proviaelon for formal nomination of canidliates prior
te the voting:

3) mpking provision for official ballots to be furnished by the locel
or natieonal goverrnment (depending upon the type of election):

4) permitting non-cormmisrioned officers and soldlers of tha ltalian army,

as well mn officers and memberm of any other military corpe in the
sarvice of the State to vote.

In thie connection I should like to recall my conversation with vou on
Auguet 24, after I had besn recelved bv the Prime “inieter, in which 1 expressed
the earneet hope of the Covernment of the United Btates that communal elections
will have been held throughout Italian metropolitan territory before the end of
this year, and to refer to my personal letter to you of Septecber 11 containing
further obeervationn of my UVovernmont in rogard to the desirabllity of beginning
to hold immediately administrative elections 4n Italv. While my “overnment 1w
of the opinion that a modification of the Italian electoral aynten along the
iines deecribed above is highly deairable, it does not consider that the holding
of locnl elections should be delayed by failure to enact promptly the necessary
awonding leglelation. It ie the view of the United States Government that, as
I havo had occatfion to peint out previoutly to you mnd to the Prime Minlater, the
italian Covernment should begin immediatly to prove to the world that Iltaly 1a a

democratic nation where the normal democratic procesaen, expreesed in local elec-
tiore, exist. 5

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The Government of the United Stater derirass to reitorate ite
views that adminietrative elections demoretrate the workability of electoral
machinery and, therefore, in the opinion of the Yovernment of the United
States should commence at once and should proceds nationnl electious.
Furthermore, the argumants sighted for the postponepent of electicns have
not improsred tte Government of the United States.* It is felt that a
Goverrment which insists upor ite denscratic charscter should take the
initial etep of woeing thet nat leant local officlale in eomne sections
¢f the nation nhould have achisved their powers through election by their
fellow citizenn. Likewire, no readon i# seen why local electiors in such
commnes n8 weare first returned to the pdministration of the Italian
Governuwert should be further postponed, while the Council of Hinlsters is
debating the question of firet holding natlonal electiona. It ie noted
in addition that the law for the “onstituent Assembly is still being
discussed, and that therefors the national elections could not Lo held
ipmediately, whlle on the other hand local elections in mome of the
comnunes could begin at once, and 1t would thue peer most demirable to begin
holding there local elections immediately in the light of the many previous
statvments on thie esubject by the ltalian CUovernment. In 4his commection,
it is finally noted that 1f the decision is later taken that the nationasl
electione should be held at once, a ruspension of local elections would be
posgible until ruch tice as pationgl balloting might be coupleted.

The Uovernrment of the United States, in conclusion, will watch

with interest the stepa taken ULy the Italian Government with regard te
thie matter,

indicated the danger of local upriesings and Government crises during the
elections .

As you mast know, one of the favorite lines of
attack agalngt Allled 1M1litary CGovernment In thls ares
hna been, "VWhere ls this democracy you promiscd ust"
Now thaet other conditions are somewhat quleter, I have,
in my intervlews with the press and locel people, been
replying in effect, "We do not cleim this 1s democracy;
1t is military government. DPut Af you coopsrate with
us, our government may serve as & springhoard for demo=-
cracy."

At the press conference  ,esterday, I asked Colonel
Robertson, in response to the written question submitted
in advance, to outline the method it is intended to
use 1ln selectlng the members of our local committess
or councllas. When he concluded I took over in response
to questiona. The proceedingmreported in Par. 10 et.
aeqe. Of the attached A.I.3. Basle Newa HReport ensued.

There was much that does not appear in the report
anid some of the omissions may bte falrly impdrtant. For
example, on page 14 of the report the words "of the
more desirable” should be inserted between the word
"many" and the word "characteristics'.

In general, however, tho statement 1ls accurate.

I eam sending 1t to you in hope that you will read
it at once and let me kmow If you think I am speriously
off base on any point. I stated the position to the
prass qulte frankly, as 1 underatand it, and there has
been nothing in any conversation or communication between
your headquarters and mine which would lead me to expect
any dlsagroement. Having, however, somotimes misjudged
such matters in the past, I would be glad to have an
expraesslon of your resction to this reported atatement.
