1. Detalls of the fellowing cmse involving a loss of AMG/AC funds
to the extent of Lire 50,000, are submitted for your oonsideration.

2, On 235 Aupust 1G44 Lt. Col. L. G. Elwes, who was Senior Refupen
Evacuation Officer, AMG 8 Army drew the sum of Lire 250,000 from the
Provineinl Finance Officer, Arezzo, to meet normal Relupee Canp axponces,
and Lt. Col. Elwes rave him a receipt for the Tunds. Np accounling for
this money wns received st this 1.G. but after wvnrlous enquiriecs, Lt.
Col. Elwes wrote on 1 Decembar 1644, stating the distribution of the
money to be as follows:-

n) MNo. 1 AMG. BEvacuation Camp Lirs 50,000
b} No. X1 § L i Lire 50,000

¢) Majer J. E. Dufour, For Nos 20 & 21
Evacuation Camps Lire 150,000

L. 280,000

Items (a) and (b) were duly mccounted for by the Camps ccncarned;
with regard to the remsaining Lire 160,000 however, only Lire 100,000 was
acknowledred by Nos. 20 Cemp ns havinpg been received, thus revealing an
unaccounted difference of Lire 50,000.

3. Major James E., Dufeur, n Canadian Officer, in cont'liet with L%,

Col. Elwes' lstter, was not prepared to say that he had received Lire

150,000, and as Lt. Col. Elwes had not taken roceijts [rom any of the

Officers wmong whom he distributed the funds, an impasse was reached. Tt

may be added, in parenthesis, that this cesual treatient of publie funds

was showvn throughout Lt. Col. Elwes' service in AMG/AC. Accordingly, a Court

of Inquiry wag convened for the 4 May 1945, vostponed once, and subsequently

did not teke jlace, Major Dufour having been posted to 2@ Civil Affeirs

Unit, and Lt. Col., FElwes maanwhile has lheen repatrisnted to U.K., u;cgéwijrﬁﬁc.

with Lt. Col. Elwes, who, as stated above, pave his receipt for Lire
260,000 but did not similarly obtein receipts whon he disbursed the funds
to the various Camp Officers. \fe therefore suggest that the following
two courees of action are opon to the Allied Commissiong=

&) To follow this matter up with Lt. Col. Elwos into Civil 1ife, he
having now presumebly been released

b) To write off the Lire 50,000 ageinst ANG/AC funds, &s an operaticnal
losss This amounts to deblting the loss to the Ttalien Covernment. Tt
moy be added that unless we are prepared to infer from the above circwn-
ctances that one of the Ufflcers involved deliberately wmdsappropricted

the funds, it 1s a reasonable assumption that the sum in guestion was in
fact exponded on behalf of Italian Xefurees, but that no eccowit was kept.

ACCOUNTARLE FIINDS HELD BY OFFICERS TO BE
TRANSI'ERRED FROM ANY REGION

1. Cases have ocourred where officers transferred from one Reglon to another
or to other theatrss of war have left behind uncleared balances in resoect of
accountable funds held by them,

2. If such transfers take place without the knowledge of the Repional Accountant
Officer he is unable to toke the necessary steps to clear the officer's account

belore he leaves the territory. You should, therefore, make the necessary arrang=
ements to see that all permanent changes of station of officers wo are accountable
for funds from your territory are notified to the Regional Accountant Officer who
will immediately inform you if there are any uncleared balances againat such officers.
Should such cases arise you should take the necessary steos to see that the balances
are cleared before the officer leaves the territory.
