The feollowing is a condensed summary report of the sot-
{vities of the Field Representutive of the Ameriosn Hed Crogs:

On December 350, 1943, this reprecentutive reported to the
SCAQ, 10 Corps for mspignment, At this pérticular time, the
imuesdinte problem appesred to be the evacuation of ypersons living
in the forward arefs &nd the contrel of refugessd therefrom. In
order tc meet this problem, the Fisld Heproasentative was Lsked to
oollabhorate withk the Evaguaticn Officer in making a survey of the
regourven of the compunes from the viewpcint cf the pommunes’
absorption of numbvers of evaouesa and refugees. With shis pur-
pose, the Bvacustion Officer, Captain Rourk, and the Field Hepre-
gentative spent the period from December 31, 1943 tao Jenuary 6,
1044 in visiting the CACe and Fodestas of the communss &nd pl&n-
ning with thew for the absorption by the respective communes of
given numbers of refugees. Thene numbers were hused upon the ex-
pected number of persons to be evecusted and the resources of the
comsunes. Wiile so doing, the Field Hepresentative attempted o
gecure information regarding the olothing needs of the communes’
inhabitents 6nd too, information regarding exiating ingtitutions,
both sooisl and medical. Trhe information thus obtained was aub-
mitted in reports to the BUAO and Red Cross TWar Relief.

On Junuary 6, 1944, the first delivery of clothing was re-
ceived from the Amerivsn Hed Cross.

On the following day, the Bvacustion Officer and tre Field
Representutive met with the Corps 3CA0. Captain Roark wes 6%
this time relieved of his sssignment as Bvaoustion Uffioer and
sspigned to the Commune of Teano &m OAC, The Field Represent-

Olothing to the institutions wiu delivered by fthe Pield Rep-
rapentative.

At the end of January, the FPield Representative moved 10
Segsa snd upon the reguest of the 3CAC, took mn sotive pért in
the cpermtion of the Seusa Hefugee Centre. As the result of &
study of the Centre, the SOAD obtained the Convent 41 Domlnico
building for use as & centre. Here, & disinfestation plan wis
put into opermtion, and with the completion of the staff of
of ficer personnel, ths centre commenced its operation ae & very
suoccenaful institution, Red Cross sotivity ihen vechime confined
tc the supervision of the disinfeststion operation and the dis-
iritution of clothing to those in need and who pupsed through
the centre either ms evacuees or Ap refugeews,

Al though thiu operation consumed much time, ingpection
visits were mide to the communes for the purposs of spnlieting
the CAOs in the reorgenization of Italian Institutions und for

the purpowe of msoertaining clothing nesdu. The Fileld Hepresent=-
ative has slsc initisated medlicel inepeotiona cf the Sessas l0os-
pital and has comumenced geveral medicsl studies for the purpouse
of digeapss control. The study now in progress ig that of maluris
and in this the various nilitsry unitis have cooperated admirably.

In brief, the Fileld Representative in the 1U Coxps Ares his
pade every effort to assist thoe S0AQ and his staff im their given
pesignments and to render “md COross Aspistance whenever posuible.
The ocooperstion of the military pergsonnsl has been expcellent and
without their aid, it would héve been impossible for the Field
