We beg you to call thig matter to the atteniion of the
Compehent authorities in order that they may receive different
treatment than that given to all those individuals captured
gfter the Italian Armistice of the 8th Sept 1948 and if pessible,
to repatriate them, keeping in mind that the American guthorities
have already liberated the POW in their hands 1in French North
APrica and that the French authorities have also announced that
they will liberate the POWs in French Custodye.
