2« The above mimtioned matier has been investipated by this Ser-
vice and a claims officer's report made therecon 28 larch L6. A copy of
said report, which 1o self-explanatory, is annexed hereto for your infor-
mation.

3. Under date of 5 May L6 the claim was disallowed Uy the under-
sismed and on 6 gy LG a nobice of disallowance was [orvorded to the Ji-
nistry, coplcs ammeied,

li« As may be scen from the annexed report, subject claim was dis-
gllowable on the merits on the ground that the iraffic accident giving
raise to the claim was caused thru the neplipence and error of Judpment
of the cdlaimant's apent, the Italian seaman driver., In thls comnection at-
tenttion is invited to Para € of the amexed report. In any event, thig
claim was further disallovieble on the ground that the claimant 1s a wholly
ovmed and controlled apency of the ltalien Government asserting & claim
for damape to Itulian LCovernment property.

Le There is no authority for the allowance of a claim by an anemy
overnuent. Further, it is to be observed, there iz no lnowm procedure un-—
der Italian law for the payment by the Ttalian Govermment of any clalm
arising from the reverse situation wherein US Covernment properiy is da-
maged bthru the fault or neplipence of Ttalian military or navy persormel,
Murther Lhis Service has never agserted a cglaim apainslt the Italian Govern-
ment arising out of the tralfic acclidents caused tiiru the neglipence of
Ttalian Covernment peorsomnel. This Service has not, for exauple, asserted
a claim apgainst the Italian Navy for damape to the US half-track in the
ingtenl situation.
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6. Tt is further to be observed that none of the Allied Forccs

“ 4in this theater assert claims apainst cach cther lor damape to the
property of one caused by the agents of another. It is estatllshed
practice as hetween the Iritish and Amcrican Claims Commissions, lor
example, not te assert such claims but to follow a "knock-lmock" poli-
ey, largely on the pfround that in {he leng run the damages caused by
the Pritish to US property and the damages caused by uhe US to Eritish
property would be aboul equal in toto, and the work and elfort involved
in asserting and investipating claims by one .orce apainst the other to
accomplish a mere boolkeeping recult, would not produce an advantapge to
either Force justifying the time, ellort and expense involveds

7. Accordingly it is advised, in response o Para 2 ol yowr letter
of 1 Hay, that this Service knows ol no method by which the Italian liavy
