On 3rd Februsry 1945 the destroyer "URAGANOY sank in the Siraits
of Sicily.

Of the ship's company,40, ineluding officersand retings, were
saved; the remainder were considered missing by the ldnistry of Marine and
no news has been received of their fate.

Recently, lir. CGiluseppe Tormetta, an ex sergeant in the [talien
Air Force who wes made prisoner at the capitulation in Tunisia and who recently
returned home after being a priscner in Eritish hands end later working for the
French in Tunisia, presented a report to the Ministry of Marine in which he
states that in Decenber 1943 he lmew a Navel Offficer by the name of Salvatore
PACE and a medical of'ficer who was slweys in his coumpany but whose name he did
ot Knove

WVhen Tornektta returned to ITtaly, he read & notice in the returned
prisoners centre at llaples, requesting news of Prob.)lidshipman Salvatore PACK
and he immediately contected PACE's family to whom he marrvated the followlng.
When shiown & photopreph of Midshipmen PACE, Tornetta had no difificulty in
recognizing the officer whom he had met in Tunisia, Information on the
character of the medical of'ficer which he wes able to provide alaoc enabled
Surp. Sub/Lievt. VERDE to bLe identified.

The information provided by Tornetta briefly is as follows

- His first meeting with the sbove officers was in December 1345 in an
Ttalian fileld hosyitel gbout 4 lan. from Bizerta on the Bizerta-Tunis
road. 'This hospital was then under British Jurdsdichtion.

There were subsequently further meetings as Tornetts often had the
opportinity to stop at the hospital in the lorry on widoch he was
enmloyed,

Tornetta sew the two officers for the last time on 10th ley 194%., when
they left for Algiers in a British motor colimmm.

In July 1945 the International Red Cross Comittee mlzmmmﬁgtzil
to the VERDE family that, sccording to infomation received from €
branch at Algiers, he wes o prisoner at the following address :

~ This newshad no result, hmvwnr,?tha engquiries made in America
directly on behalf of the VELDE family were unseccesaful, As can gasily

be imagined, the information of Iir. Pornetta, who,although he was contradicted
by the gbove fects, firmly stated that he wes giving the true explanatiocn,

which he slso endorsed in his report to the Ministry of Marine, was very
distressing to the families of the Lwo officers and they turned to the Cesualties
Office of the Mimistry of Merine asking for the investipations to be renewed
despite theixr previoua negative result.

Owing to the importeance of the matter, it is requested that thne
Mavy Sub Commission should spproach the Allied Authorities concerned,for the
rencval of the investigations as it is not oul of the cquestion that some of
the crew of the "URAGANO" should have been saved by British ships or have
finished up on the coast of Algeria, contrary to the fate of the other proup
of survivors who were picked up by our cwn ships and whnoge names are Kown.

Dear Captain Butler,

T have your letter of llovember 6, 1945 (Fille
lio, L&C/59%8), listing the names of several Itallan
naval officers believed to be in Jupan about whom
your subCommission has recelved a reyuest for infor-
mationn. While the DEmbassy would be happy to lend
ite services to comply with this request, I feel 1
migst point out to you that we would be dependent
upon the fucilitles of the U.S. armed forces in
Japun to ascertaln the whereabouts and welfare of
this Itulian naval personnel. The only State Le-
partment personnel in Tokyvo are those on the stafl
of the Allied Supreme Commander. Conseyuently it
would appear that the more direct channel would be
from you to U.L. Naval Headdquarters in Tokyo through
naval channels in Neples and Washingtomn. In the
odipcunstunces the fmbassy will not tuke further
setlon unless we hear from You airain.
