Subject: Reports on Epuration.

With reference to your letter AFSC/INT/899 dated 27th November
1945 -

1. As I have previously mentioned in various letters concerning
the same arcument, the reason why the figure in column (e) of the
return is less | that of column (d) is due to the fact that the
latter includes,for whom the epuration proceedings which were
initiated have been deferred. Article 25D,L.L.No.285, 23rd October
1945, states that the only cases which cen be considered as having
been technically begun are those for which the notification of the
charges has been made te the parties affected; and the" three months
term” runs as from the date on which this notification is made.

In practice it happens thai before any such notification is made
that the charges are withdrawn by the High Commisatoner; and so
the proceeding: are finished and yet do not aecount among thosge
concluded (Column e¥.

5 1 have informed the Central Epuration Commission to ascertain
whenthe outstending appeals are to be heerd.

3. I have given instructions for the Fortnightly report to be
compiled in the mede required by you.

Jule The time limit for proceedings is three months; it follows therefore
that every case in col (@) three months ago should be completed now, and as
a1l cases do not take so long as three months, the total of col (e) should be
still larger by the mumber of cases which have taken less than three monthse
You will ask for en explanation of why col (e) is so far short of its proper
fipures.

A & lodged on or about 15 Feb are still in process of being hearde.
If col (g) is markedly less than col (f) of 15 Feb please ask the Ministry
to ascertain when the eppeals may be expected to be heard.

You will please instruct all oconcerned that in wview of DL 702 having
come into operation, returns from 30 Nov inolusive will contain only figures
relating to grades I to VIT and the comperable grades of civilians epuratable
under that Decree and that the column lesser punishments will mo longer be
useds

Below the form end not included in the total will be a line "other grades”
as to which only cols d, €, £, 2, hy i, will be completeds

You will realise that the explanations for which you are asking may lie
in the fact that grades B and 9 are no longer liable normally to Epuration and
that in anticipation of this becoming law these grades have deliberately been
allowed to drop behind. TYour enquiries cammot be phrased forcefully. The
return for 30 Nov on the new 1ines will show the facts as to this.
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
