The opinion of the Chief Legual ndviser of the
i1lied Commlssion (Zmbassy's telegram of Sentember 6)
onn the Constltuent assembly is not concurred in by the
Department of Stute, whose view is that Itullan constl-
tutional law caanot deternilne the funetiong and nagture
of the Asscembly since constitutional law, strictly
speukings, is buased on stututes. The only legal govern-
-lent of Italy is the present one with ultimate law-making
powers vested in the Council of inisters and the Liesutenant
Generul of the Realm. Except for self-lmposed limitutions
and those arisine from the instrwient of surrender, the
powers of the present ITtalien Government are without
lecal limits. The present Italian Covernment, having
nower to crealte the asseubly, also has wsuthority to 1imit
the Lsserbly to 1its fundamental task of framine o new
constitution. The decree-law of June 20, 1lYad (no. 151),
did in fret do just this. But while, in broadest internre-
ation, Italian constitutional law mi~ht be understocd to
include ltulian and foreign precedente for the assembly,
the phruse "constituent assembly" as used in modern Italy
e varled interpretatloiis and there are hardly any relevant
Italian precedents. Ihe interpretation of "constituent
aszenbly” @s an orgenizution whlch both creates o neyw col-
stitution and governs the countrv is based on Luropeull
srecedents where break-downs of the previously exlsting
ler=l rerimes or reveolutions occur, thus necessitating the

tuo different functicns of drafting a new consbituticn and
of rovernins being perfermed by the 1ss5embly. Since a

lercl regiwe exists in 1tudl, competent to administer tae
countsy durias the conveuntloun of the asseirbly and dalso under
obliratione to the »1llied Covernmentis, the Ccube of ITtaly 1s
fot parallel. The Constituent assewnbly would have Lo COIl-
fine itself to one tusk under a strict construction cf decree-
law no. 151 of June 25, 1944, which provides only for a new
constitution to be drawn up by the Coustituent sssembly and
dttrivutes no other functicns to 1it., Lhe decree-luw coltten-
plates the countinuunce of the Council of 1inisters as the
covernins authority until a new Parlicment 1s Tformed. The
ferm "new Parliument” which is mentloned therelin, mezsns the
Parliament to be created by the Assembly. Jurthermore,_the
joint decluration of Cetober lo, 1047, which established the
rirht of the Italian people to choose, by constitutional
means, a demoeratlc porm of covernment, must provide the fruaume-

wors within whieh the institutional question will e 3’5::1;;&&,
and this requires thet there be obcerved lerul coatimMty.

United
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United Stutes, nmirht be relevant forelgn precedents for
such procedure. Constitutional ussemblies of this nature
do not attempt to govern but confine themselves strictly
to constitution-muking.

Since it is the oplnion here that the pledges ol the
Allied Governments to Lhe Italian people require continued
efforts on the part of the Government of the United Stales
to ensure that the new Italian state le established on
denocecrutic principles and to promote democratic procecses
in Italy, the British Covernment is being informed of the
forecroing views looking forward to the initiation of dis-
cussions with the Italian Government on this subject. The
£11isd Commission should meanwhile be apprised informally
of the Depurtuent's views.

l. I have discussed at length, with four Jeading and most rospongible
Italian Jurists, the juridieal position or

the Asaemblen Coatituente and the
relatinnﬂhip which will obtain body and the Italian Government
of the day. The views of these jurists are set out below. Since the problem
is essentially of Italan constitutional law and of the construction of the |
Italian decree, DII, No, 151 of 25 June 15, it is obvious +hat the solu-

tion of the problem must be found according to the canons of Italian law,

2. In the opinion of these Aasemblea Costituente® |
are words of art; they cannot he régarded ns a mere label to be attached |’
to an Institution created by, and invested solely with the Powers speci-
fically conferred in, Art, I of the decree. They must be viewed as connoting
an Institation Juridieally associated with the general European coneept of
a Constituent Assembly

« Such a concept derives directly from the wrensh
\ssembly of 1789 and carries with it the fundamental idea of a sovereign

body invested with all power for all urposes and subject to no authority
but its own,

3. On the basis o this view the Assemblen Gostituente, when formed,
will be the Sovereign power in the state inveated with all power of govern-
ment, If any limitation on this power is to be derived from

DLL No. 151, the pssemblea could immediately reiove such limitation by
amending the decree.

tutional cuestion will be known immediately the result of the election is
determined, If thia solution iz republican it will be the duty of the
king to abdicate and the Iyogotenente ta resign, so that it will not be
poasible to continue the procedure laid down in Art. 4.

d. The pgeneral feeling of the people is that, as in 1789, they
are being asked to elect & body which will not only prﬂvi&e & new consti-

tution but will legislate upon all the major issues of the day.

5. I think that it i3 possible to advance certain erguments in the
cotitrary sensc. l'or example, it might be said:-

a. The expression "Assemblea Costituente" shoulé be regarded as
words of description and not of ert: as in an American or Pritish statute
a definition clause would say "Tor the purposes of thie Act the words.....
shall meav.....," So the definition, or scope and function, of the
lgsemblea fostituente is provided in iArt. 1. It is to be observed that

the heading of the decree is "Azsembly for the new constitution of the
otate.”

b. Art. 3 proves that Ministers, and therefore the exiating l
Government, continue in function as the Covermment after the convacation

of the Assemblea. Since the sclution of the institutional guestion will
become clear inmediately upon such convocation, there can be no question |
thereafter of such solution being prejudiced. The artiecle however confines |
the limiting expression "until the convocation” to this balf of the oath, |
and expreasly avoids extending this limitation to thant part of the eath |
which covers the general performance of their duties. |

¢. Art. k4 provides that the present form of government shall con=-

tinue until the new Parliament (which must mean the Coverrment set ug in

accoxrdance with the new Constitution) starts to function. <ven if, by |
reason of' the election of a republican Assemblea, the king decided to |
abdicate, this could not affect the Council of Ministers; it would be the |
duty of the king, in abdicating, to provide constitutionally for government
through the Council of liinisters pending ths functioning of the new Coverm- |
ment under the new Constitution. |

6. These arguments are however academic, since the Italian lawyers
appear to be unanimous, TFor yowr information these lawyers are:-

a, the peraonul adviser to the Fresident of the Council

b. the former Chief of Cabinet to Nemni, who was the lawyer then
specil'ically charged by Nemmi with framing the prnpﬂseﬂ laws

c. +the Dean of the Taculty of Iaw in the University of Rome, who
is one of the most distinguished advocates in Cagsatlon, end
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d. another advocate practicing in Cassation, and Professor in
the Upiversity of GCenoa.

7. As a practical matter I am informed by these lawyers that the
procedure contemplated is that when the Assemblea convenes the existing
Ministers will resign; the Assemblea will encharge them with resumption
of office for normal day to day administration, but will retain under its

owvn control all guestions of policy.
