2. Aes Reglonal Fngineering Officer of Haglon III and Southern Reglon,
Allied Commiseion, from 1 October 1943 to 1 February 1945, Colonel Henslev was
directly respongible for the organigation and direction of public utilities in

3. Upon hile arrival in Neples &z a member of the taslk force troops, tha
oity lacked water, eleotricity, telephone and telegraph faoilities, and trang-
portation, The main agueduot had been completely bombed, sub-smtations for the
generation of electrical current were mined, transportation was insufficient
and completaly disorganized,

a, Af this time the population of Haples was drawinzg water from old
wolls, all of which were polluted., Colonel Hengley immediately eetablished
five water polnts in the heart of the olty and merviced tham with two water
tanks and three pre-tested walle, Deosusge of the long time it would take to
rebuild the aquetunt, he arranged for the installation of a pipe line through
the river bed around the agueduct, and within four days water was belng deliv-

erad to the clty of Naples,

bs The lack of elesotricity in Faples jeopardiged the operation of
looal Army hospital installations, Oolenel Honsley met this problem by ebtain-
ing generators from two Italisn submarines which were moored in the Heples port,
thereby insuring uninterruplted service in these vital activities. In extending
¢ivilian electrical service, he was confronted with the problem of removing
mines at main pointe ond seocuring againet the ascidental discharge of undie-
coversd mines. An elaborate rrogram of evacuation was therefoere necessary when
the powsr generation was firsi resumed, By resorting to the press and a public
address syetem in ocirculating vehioles, and by providing for the transportation
of the sick and azed, Oolonel Hensley rendered an invaluable service in the
evacuation of these olvilians while precantionary tests wers nunduutaz
