room in Ancona beling already of three persons,

1t was hoped that the departure of the second Po=
1ish Corps would bring about the total derequigition of
occupied premises in Ancona. The population has noticed
inetegd with dismay that no derequisition has taken pla=
ce go far, and that occupied premises are being made aval=
lable for the familieg of the demobiliged tolish troops
who, having married Italisn wifes, are to remain in Italy.

The Preeident wonders wether it would be possible
for the Authorities concerned to take steps in oOrder that
svall be taken for the gccomodation of the former, as long
as 1t will still be necessary, of other localities less
damaged by the war,

It will be remembered that, in giving their consent
to the continued sojourn in Italy ofdemobllized Polish
troops married to Italian wifes, the Itallian Government
understood that same would be disbanded without delay, and
absorbed in the c¢ivilisn population, their most appropriate
initial domicile appearing to be the one of their Italian
relatives,

I send you herewith a note in which is set forth, in summary form,
the gituation regarding renuisitioning by Allied troops.

You will apgree with me in the belief that this situation, which
rather than being alleviated 1s even now becoming worse, must be faced
by the Allies with extreme firmness,

You know too that occupations and redguisitions constitute a rather
prave cause of wide spread opposition in the whole country and that it
is in the common interest Lo seel to limit it to the indispensable
i .Iﬂ'i!'ET'IJ.I'Tl.

To the contrary there are most frequent and well-linown cases of
entire hotels and buildings which continue to be reguisitioned to
accommodate a number of persons absolutely below their capacity, or
of apartvments held by sinpgle persons which could centain entire
families,

Above &ll I draw your attention to the regulsitions of factories
which, according to our caleulantion, keep more than 40,000 werkers
out of worik,

It is our intention te orpganize all this data in a uniform manner
for all Italy, possibly centralize it in a single body so as to avold
abuses and reduce the problem to supportable limits,

I would be, therefore, very prateful if you would promptly draw
the attention of the competent Allied Authorities to the question,
vhiich for us is extremely urgent and serious.

The derequisition by the American Command should not be difficult
at this time es in the im-edieste vieinity there are two other Dispensarles
(one in Plazza S. Silvestro and one in Vicolo del lancino). Col Camp, the
fmerican Commande? of the above Stations, had promised to the undersigned
thet as soon as the war operations were ended or the number of troops in

Rome decreased, he would have returned to her the premises, but until now
this has not happened, therefore I count upon the generosity of the Com-
mend and your good heart.
