1. It has come to the ettention of the War Depaxtment that military
personnel are being held in guardhouses for long periods of time unnecessarily.
It 18 imperative that prompt action be taken to prevent unwerranted pre-trial

confinement, throuzh the elimlnation of delays in proceseing charges and
inetituting trial. Upon confinement of an accused prompt actlon will be taken

to try him or to dismiss the charges and release him.

o, Confinemsnt prior to trial results in a serlous wastage of manpower.
Tt ie vitally irmortant thet enlisted men awalting trial be required to
continue thelr normal duties with their orgenizetione insofar as 1e practi-
cable., Commenders will, therefore, exerclse vigorous supervislon over stockadcs

and guardhovsos under tholr command with a view to reducing confinement to &
minimm,

3. Militery nersonnel will not be confined golely on the grounds that
they are awelting trial by Courte-Martial. Pre-trial confinement will be
regorted to only:

a, Mhen neccgsary to provent the accused from committing acts of
violence tc himeclf or upon otheors, or to prevent violence belng cone him by

others. Disorderly conduct induced by drunkenncss or other emotional GEEE:E
will not justify more than initial confinement, gonerally not cxeceding é‘-

four hours duration.

b. Vhen the seriouenese of thoe offense allegodly committod
(mirder, raps, or offenses for which a long sentence of confinoment wlll
normally be imposed in cvent of conviction) or the accused's past record cluarliy
indicates that physical restraint is esecntial. Ordinarily, rostriction wlll
suffice to provide for the accuscd's attondance &t & trial. The voluntary retura
of a soldicr from an urauthorizod absoncc generally evidunces an intention not
to evade trial cnd punishmont.

War crimes trials, under current War Department policy,
will be covered from a historical and spot newe point of
view. Buch complete coverage requires intelligent planning
ac that the overall pattern of a trial is ccherently
recorded snd involvee alertnsss for the recording of un-
forescen developments having epot news value. Repeated
photographs of the same individuale cam result in unnneces-
sayy film waste, unless such repeated material is pnoto-
craphed with the very difinite purposc in mind of illus-
trating the progessive strain or breakdown of defendentes,
or othcr definitely tnought cut reasons for such repetiticn.

Civilien activities such as UIIRRA, Red Cross, etc., are

not normally congidered subject for military photography
onlose the War Department specifically roquirct cOvVorago

War Department will make epecific roquests of theater
