We would sugzest that the procedure of administration and liqui-
dation provided by RDL 16 Mareh 1944, in case of forced liquidated

adminigstration, be adopted for this purpose.

b. ACC has a definite interast in the devolution of the funds

and proceeds of the liquidated organizaticns. In consequence,
Article XII should be revised to chennel ell residusl assets re-
maining efter liquidation into the Italian Treagury s "Miscel-
leneous Receipts', Any other policy would be conirary tc the best

financial interest of Ttaly and Italian law as we undersiand ils

8o far ag determination of beneficieries is concerned this section
bellieves that ACC has en interest. Article XI should be amended

to prevent the payment of verified claims which payment would be
contrary to the purpose for which the orgenization is being sup-
precged, Illustretive of the administrative action under & pro-
vision of this type ia the poliey which has already been effectu-
ated in conjunction with the Italiesn government in the ligquidati L:E;
of Fascist organizations in Resion II. Here premia were divided

into three classacs,

(1) Employees of the liguidated organizations who were candi-
dates for epuration received no rremia with the ultimate deter-
mination contingent on the acltion of the Comnission on epuretion,

(2) Employvecs reemployed by different azencies assuming the
governmental functions of the dissolved organizations recelved

—i
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no premie but the new enployer accepted the enployee with
credit for his tenure in oiffice.

(3) Employees being released completely received full premia,
The emendment of Article XI to effectuate this policy need not
be long or complicated. A simple emendmernt would cover the
gituetion so long as the government followed the line of policy
adopted above.

¢, This section believes that ACC is definitely interested in the
devolution of the functions formerly carried out by the suppressed
orgenizations, The ACC has an affirmstive obligation under the
Armistice terms to prevent fascist-type organizations succeeding

to the functions of the suppressed organlizeticns, In conseqguence

it is felt that Article XII would have to be amended to remove the
inference that the suppressed organizations will be replaced by
state~-sponsored organizations except for functions of a governmental
character, where the successor would be not & new perastetal
organization or govermment-sponscred ente or syndicate but be a

pert of the government itself, Examples would be the insurance
function cerried on by many of these separate crgenizaetions, the
concilietion of lebor disputes, and enf'orcement of rationing carried
on by some of them, Dioe to these varialtions in functions of the
geparalte organizotions it is impossible te amend Article XIT in such
a way a8 to enalble sutometic develution of the property assigned fo
these funetions to the new administrations undertaldn: them. It is
auggested if Article XII were sinply amended to provide, &3 mentioned
above, that all remaining: assets should devolve upon the stote as
micscellaneocus receipts, the reassiznunent of these assets to enable
the performance of the different zovernmental fTunctions by new orgen-
izationa or existing governmental epgencies could be earried ocutl by
administrative action nueh better than by any mention in & decroea.

1. The suppression of the Yorporative System has naturally given rise
to the urgent necessity of creating effective machinery to desl with thes
problems of Labor Relations.

The basic principle underlying the Syndical System was ostensibly
the suboniination of' the economic forces to the political exigencies of
the nation. But in actual fact the essential characteristic which emerged
was an untenable and confused situation in which, for the settlement of
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1dbor disputes and latbr problems in general, the right. and responsibili-
ties of the three factors that came into play were never clearly defined,
either in fact or in law.

The syndicates which in theory were auntonomous, became almosat sntirely
state administrative agencies--partly az a result of legislative control,
partly as a result of arbitrary officious interference. Thus collective
contracts were only contracts in name since in reanlity these became merely
‘edministrative acta'. This represents the situation which the Labor Sub-
Commission desires to remedy through the esteblishment of demoecratic prin-
ciples in lebor organization and through the creation of a system that would
definitely exclude the authoriterian approsch to lshor problema.

Ttelinan labor legielation prior to the advent of Fascism was not suf-
ficiently advanced to warrant a return to the status quo ante. It should
be enough to point out that before 1922, trade unions in Italy were only
accepted in fact and not recognized as of right==-a situation that had heen
overcome in Great PBritain in 1871, in Frence in 1884, and in U.3.A. in
1890. Moreover, during the twenty yeasrs of Fascist rule in Italy, labor
reletion machinery has underpone, both in Great Britain and in U. S. A.,
congiderable progressive chanpes and this machinery hes since besn brought
into line to meet the present exipencies of war.

2s The main objective of the present Draft Uecree has been that of
creating an eff'ective and expeaditious Labor Agency through which Labor
Releations might satisfactorily be repulated, with a minimum of interfer-
ence or imposition by the State. Tt is thoupght that the machinery brought
into being by this particular Draft does not only pmvide an orgenic whole
in itself, but it also sets up a structure equal to the present difficult,

if historie, siturtion in which we have to face the task of replacing totalita-

rian dogma by democratic principles.

In the formulation of the present project, the Labor Sub=Commission
has naturally drawn expensively on Labor experlience in U.S.A. and Great
Britain, but in the meantime the escential necessity of throwing this
apainst the traditionsl legislative background of the Ttalian ilation has
been constantly borme in mind.

The principal features of the project are the following:=-

. The Labor Uffices are instituted as the specific State organi=-
zation through which all labor problems are studies and controlled. In these
Offices will be centersd, directly or indirectly, those flunctions which are
the competence of the State, in the Labor Field. (Articles 8, 9, 10)

b. A definite procedure for lediation, coneiliation and Arbitra-
tion h;m been creeted for the settlement of labor disputes. (Articles 11,
12, 13

¢. The right to organize and pursue activities of Collective Bar-
gaining and improvement of Kconomic and Social standards has been puaranteed
to the working class.
