TO : Comuanding General, First Airborne Task Force.

1, MATTERS INVESTIGATED,

1. Pursuant to complaint contained in a letter from HEADQUARTIRS,
ALLIXD CONTROL COMMISSION, APO 394, dated 22 July 1944, subject: "Seizure of
Italian property at Ostia excuvations" to REGIONAL COMMISSIONER, ROME REGIOH,
forwarded to this Headquarters under 3rd indorsement by HEADQUARTHRS 7TH
ARMY dated 26 September 1944 and VOCG this Headquarters of 5 COctober 19L1,,
the sworn testimony of three of the persons named in the basic communication,
who are members of the First Airborne Task Force, has been taken and other
inquiry has been made to determine if additional witnesses could be found
with information pertinent to the matters complained of, Neither Lt, Joe
BRCOWN or Cpt. H, P. CAVE could be located and it is believed that these indiv=
jduals have never been assigned to the First Adrborne Task Froce.

IT. FACTS,

2. Private John C, Pitzer, Headquarters Company, First Alrborne
Task Force, requested and secured the loan of a drawing table, a stool and
a T square from the Director of a lMuseum located near Ostia, Italy and gave
his receipt for this property on 19 July 1944 to the agent of the Museum, A
He thereupon carried it to First Airborne Task Force Headguartiers, Lido di
Roma, and it was in use at that place at the time of the investigation EV
21 July 1944 by an Officer of the Allied Control Commission in Rome as
reported in Exhibit VA", -

3. The property was not returned by Private Pitzer upon his
departure from Lido di Roma and no information concerning the transaction
was given to any Officer of the First Airborne Task Force, 1t is probably
now in the possession of the U, Ss Army Airborne Training Center near Rome
together with items of other furnishings whose ownership could not be
determined when First Airborne Task Force Rear Headquarters was cleosed and a
part of the furnishings in use diverted to said Adirborne Training Center for

continued service in a military installation.
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'IP L, lieutenant James 5, TABOR, 509th Parachute Infantry Battalion,

= did not visit either the custle or the Museum near the excavations at Ostia
to securs persunal'prﬂparty from these installations. No property Was taken
from either place by this Officer or any otner person acting under his

dl ractions

5, On one occasion during the month of July an Cfficer of the
Corps of Millitary Police approached Lt. TABOR with a requisition bearing
his name and the Lieutenant established at that time to the satisfaction
of the Military Police Of ficer that he had not executed the paper. It 18
believed that this could be the same document roferred to in paragrsph 5
of Exhibit "A" but not forwarded with the complaint upon which this inves-

tigation is based.

6. On or sbout 25 July 1944 Capt. Leroy b, BOWEN, Jrs., Head-
quartersCompany, First Airborne Task Force visited the museum and the

establish whether this furniture is the same in both cases.

III. DISCUSSION.

9, The extended period that has now elapsed since the occurence of
the acts complained of and the obvious fictitious nature of some of the
names gilven in Appendix % to the complaint has made an exhaustive inveati-—
gation into these: incidents impossibleés All of the testimony obtained in
this investigation 18 considered entirely credible and probably contains as
much information as may now be secured from First pirborne Task Force

personnel,

10, 1t is believed that Capt. BOWLN and private PITZER acted in
good faith in their connection with the incident and that they were not
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I motivated by any desire to commnit depradations or obtain private property

through illegal or unlawful meanss All of the property taken by these

individuals was returned to the rightful owners with the exception of &

drawing table and T square.

1V, CONCLUSICHNS.

11, A small amount of personal property was taken with the
consent of its owners by two members of the First A rborne Task Force from

installations at the Ostia excavations.

12, The property mentioned in the next preceding paragraph was
returned to its rightful owners except a drawing table and T square and
these items can possibly be recovered by contacting the Commanding Officer,
pdrborne Training Center near Rome, Italys

V. RECOMMEND A TICNS,

13, That a copy of this informal report be forwarded with the
pasic communication for such essistance as the information it contains may
furnish in effecting & recovery of part of the missing propertye

14 That no further action be taken.
