1 examined the let of bad peas
end found that seme eeuld be salvaged without toe much ef-
fort.

The pro-
vision of meals under thece srrangements is in addition to the supplemental
ration for heavy workers provided under the ACC Civilian Ration Scale.”, is
correct, supplies are such that supplemental ration for heavy workers can-
not be insugurated at this timpe. Furthsrmors, the supplemental ration re-
farred to is an extra 200 grams of bread to be issued ultimately to heavy
workars.

3., The directive, therefore, has been interpreted by both the Food
and Labor Sub=Commissions as permitting the 1lssuance of a mid-day meal as
an improvemsnt over, and in lieu of, any ourrent extra ration, On this
basis, a heavy worker will receive a 113 grams of flour (equivalent to .
of 2 pound of bresd) in place of the 50 grams of bread which the groups
referred to had been receiving. In fact, therefore, the change is a very
tangible improvement over the situation previously axisting.

L, Yet it would be well 1o advise the DADL that regardless of the
justifiocations for general lnarease in food rations, particularly for hoavy
manual lsborers, such increases muist be limited by the sotual food stuffs
that are availsble. It is the hope of the Food Sub-Commlssion that the
food stock-piles may be incrsased within a matter of weeks, S0 88 to permit
