orgenisation has been provided to a certain extent with Allisd material and

I have the honour to report that in conformity with orders issued 28 lLar i,

I left this station 7 Apr. in ompany with Ing. Fortunate Gangemi of the fenio Civile
and proceeded via Cosenza tc Vibo Valentia, I interviewed the Ceptain of the Fort,
Caritano Valente and obtd ned from him thne following information.

Iwo ships are sunk in the harbour, together with several small armoured Italian
motozzatere', The particulars of the teo large ships ere as followsi

(1) A salvage ship with 1ifting capacity of -70 tonnes, belonging to la Sociseta
SOcomar. This ship was working on the Outer linle at time of sinking. Covered with
6 metres, Ne inspection hae been made by divers, but believed to be only slightly

damaged, ag time of einking waa prolonged.

In conversation I gathered the impression that the owners of—thie—ahdp did not
desire the amlvage of this ship, nor have they made any endeavours, fearing that it

would be immediately requisiticned by the Allied Authorities.

(2) 4 Bteamship Carlo Zeno of tonnege 2,000 owned by Ditta Salvagni df Venice.

Corgo contmins various materisle not definitely known. The Dittas Abbrandi of Tropea
hae been piven the contract of salvae;ing the cargo of this ship but no work has been
commenced fto date. This contract has Yeen placed by the Italian Military Authorities
at Catanzaro 21st Corvs, from which it can be inferred thet the cargo is known to

contain Italian Military material.

In connection with the several smell Italien landing craft the Italian Naval
Authorities heve sold these to the firm Catelano of Tarsnte, as they are. No work
yet started.

Regarding damage to Docks at this Port there is nothing of an urgent nature and
wi th the exeception of improving the outer mole, eny extension works can be postponed
till alter the war. To improve the outer mole for better security to berthed ves:-els .
an estimate of 9,000,000 L. has been prerared, and there would be required 15,000 q.l4i.
of cement, 3,000 g. li. of coel., DNo local firm exists who could undertake this work.

The reflonting of the Salvage Shinp would not be a difficult underteking and I
would sugrest that the Allled Neval Authorities are giproached to undertake this work
on the sanme terms as obtained for the Sglvege ship at Crotone, (referred to later).
Ihe ship to be requisitioned and used by the Allied Naval Authorities.
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3_' At this port T interviewed the British Naval Officer in command of the Fort,
eut. D'Arcy ard also the Italian Fort Officer, Cnl. wpirella. A plan of the
Fort was produced showing the position of the sunken vesiels, a copy of which is
being prepared snd will be submitted with the rerotrt of the Genio Civile. The
main perticulars of the ships sunken are as followsi-

(1) Ihe steamship "Stella" with about GOC to 800 tons of German coal, exploaives
and a small guentity of benzine.

A ealvage ship with 1lifting force of 50 tonmes belonging to the Scecieta
SOcomar . Thio ship ie believed to be bedly damaged.

About 36 other small craft some of which are known to contain wer material.,

In connection with the Etmlla,Lieut_ D'Areyv, the Fort Officer., informed me
that 1f*I could arrznge to diarose of the conl at a irice not lesg than ore pound
per ton, arrengerents with an Ialian Salvaging Firm could be arrergad, alec ha
required timber for sealing the hatches. I consequently contacted the Frovincial
Uff'icer at Messina and through Lt, Hodges of the reconctruction staff arranged for
the cergo of coal to be taken over as it was salvaged. . Jarman . Timber Officer,
who I subsequently contacted,is arranging for the supply of necesgary timber, which
in reality exists in sbundance at Reprio Harbour. 1 informed Lieut. D'Arey verbally
of these arrangements and of'ficial confirmetion is required in order that the
salvare opeiations cen be expedited.

Industry and Commerce Sub-Comrission requirve officiel intimaticn of the presence
of the conl nbout o be extracted from the "Stellal,

Of the cargpes of the remaining ships little information eculd be obtai ned.
I am of the opinion however that their sslvage would be a very eacy task by the
Salvaie =hip from Crotone or Vibo Valentia, and would be a profitable undertaking.

dith regard to the reconstruction of the Yort, severe damage to the quays on
the enstern side is apparent. It is neces=ary however to refloat the "Stella"
before this work can be underiaken, I salvege overations on this ship could be
commanced the recongtruction work could be cairied cut by the Genio Civile in order
of priority, and only work of urpent imPDPtHhﬂﬁlrvﬂﬂﬁﬂﬂrj oY the berthing and
unlonding of shipa would be first exeented., A totdl estinate of L.12.500.000.00
hes heen submitted for thie work (labour only).

In this port two ships ore sunk:-

(1) A mineaweeper of the British Navy,

the minesweeper, which work will be undertsken st an early data. I was fortunate
in oy ntacting the representative of the owners of the salvace ship, SBignor Marce
Falmieri and it was agreed by him in writing on behalf of his firm, for the salvage
ship to be refloated by the Dritish Naval Authorities, sinullapecns with , or sub-
gecuant to thelr operations on the nineaweeper. The full coat of the salvaege
operations to be borne by the Societm Didonio and the ship taken over and staffed
by the Allied Authorities for salvage work. The aum of 50.000 lire per month for
hire of the ship to bLe credited to tha ~ocieta Didonis apainst the cpat of its
salvape, (ecstinated at 200,000 lire).

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This ship from Tsporte received is in good condition, and by this apgreement any
Vairs necessary would b e recoversble in the form of profitable emtloyment of the
ship st Fegeio and other Italian rorts.

The opinion eff and reaction to thie suprested agreement is required from the
Naval Authorities, who it lg reportedere arranging saalvage operations for the mine-
sweaper.

A certaln smount ¢f work is neerssary for the repair of the Esstern lkole,
astimated to cost L.100.00C.000.00, but in view of the faet thet the Harbour is
capable of berthing 5 slips of 7,000 to 10,000 gross tennage in its present condition,
any further works projected in the form of extension to guays are unnecessary.

To your letter H.522 ef the Iot inst.

We are sporry to see that the Authorities that should
help private initiative in the reconstruction of your racked
country, do not wish that eur firp, that has alreedy salvaeged 4
shipa in Sardinien perts, do underteke the salvage of other ships.
These eperations, in additien ¢f belng very Lelpful te eur natienal
needs and interests, erepermitted by the Law. We do not knew what
authority has granted te the Serdinian Naval Salvage Office the
monopoly salvaging privatly owned ship, sunk during war operations.
Actually we were once shown a letter of the Kavy Depertment
(Ttalian)in which not enly they were forbidding te the Royal Naval
Authorities to undertake any salvage of private owned ship, butl
oriticised their initiative in such undertekings.

Actually we whish to point eut that the enly wrecked
ghip, salvaged in Sardinla, were gsalvaged by private enterprise,
in & few months tiwe, 5 ships aggregating 38.000 tons.

Tn additien your prohibition does not seem to taka
inte,accougt the right of esch owner to heve his own ship salvaged
by enybedy er any firm to which he may like to entrust the Job.

In view of the fesct, that untill new only private
concerns have proved te be able to do effectlve salvage werks, we
will inform the Superior Authorities of your decision, se that
also the ships that now lie wrecked in our ports may be soon be
salvaged and be worlking again in and for the econcmie interests
of our Country.
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
